RULEMAKING - Chris Mann, A.A.G. 

Chapter 1 Draft
Board member Shiloh Ring had submitted a number of comments and questions to be considered, on the Draft of Chapter 1 for Rulemaking. These were reviewed by Chris Mann with the Board. Changes and deletions will be made as decided upon. Discussion about whether the Board should adopt a particular printing of the 2009 versions of the I-Codes to be adopted or generically, as in statute, just adopt the 2009 versions? Bruce Johnson, from ICC, advised that the ICC does have the Errata on their website as versions change slightly. Nothing substantive is really done between printings and won’t be until the next full cycle which will be out in 2012. 
Some items for clarification in the next Legislative session:

1.  Statutory clarification – change the wording to make it consistent between our Statute and MAPA re:

     Chapter 1, Section 13, C in reference to Advisory rulings.
2. Third-party Inspectors can give a failed inspection report to the town, but the town can still issue a
      Certificate of Occupancy re: Chapter 2.

DELETION OF CHAPTER 11, IRC
The International Residential Code (IRC), Chapter 11 deals with energy, but is conflicting with the International Energy Code (IECC). We are already adopting the IECC so the decision was made to delete Chapter 11 in the IRC for adoption purposes.

Motion: Rick Karg motioned to delete Chapter 11 because if conflicts with the IECC.

TAG SUMMARIES
Fire/Life Safety/IBC/IRC TAG Summary/Recommendations were given to the Board. The Board will review these for next week’s meeting.

The IEBC TAG was held yesterday. A Summary will be typed and sent out to the Board to review for next week’s meeting. 

The Energy TAG and Mechanical/Ventilation TAG Summaries were also passed out to the Board for their review. Russ Martin reviewed the M/V TAG points of discussion as he will not be at next week’s meeting. All are pretty straight forward – any possible conflicts found and discussed, are covered by various NFPA rules and ASHRAE standards. 

OTHER

Commissioner Jordan received a letter from Attorney General Janet Mills in reference to the Board’s adoption of the Codes and its application possibly to both Tribal and LURC lands. A.G. Mills feels that given that these have just recently been added into the discussions as possible inclusion in the Code Adoptions, more time should be given to consider these issues. She asks that the Board “defer on asserting jurisdiction over these two areas pending possible legislative clarification.”
Board member Barry Chase advised the board that at an Advanced Training class he was at last week, there was incorrect information miscommunicated about the radon standard being mandatory. It is a standard that will be adopted, but it is not mandatory. How do we correct this misinformation? Bob Stilwell, Radon Program at DHHS and present at today’s meeting: addressed the Board and advised that Board member, Shiloh Ring, who was also present at this training, brought this to his attention during the training. The 2nd session received the correct information and he is waiting to get a list of the folks who attended the first session, so he can correct the misinformation with them. 
Meeting adjourned at noontime.
