FINANCIAL UPDATE – Kathy
As of this date, there is $226,940.15 in the commercial plans FMO surcharge account. 
DISCUSSION/CONCERNS - ADOPTION OF ENERGY AND RADON STANDARDS – Rick Karg
Rick Karg introduced Brent Miller, from the Indoor Air Quality Council of Maine. He advised that he had worked with Nancy Smith (former BRED Committee Chair) in getting the MUBEC put together. He assured the Board that it was their intention to have the energy and radon standards become mandatory in the adoption of the Codes and Standards. He also advised that the Indoor Air Quality Council will be submitting the errors and omissions to Legislature in the next session and get this corrected to make the standards become mandatory. 
Motion: made by Rick Karg that it is the Board’s intention to support Legislation to make the four Standards (ASHRAE 62.1-2007, 62.2-2007, 90.1-2007 and ASTM 1465-06) mandatory and that training shall take place based on these Standards in accordance with the MUBEC.

CHAPTER 3 – IBC

Discussion – We were contacted by the Maine Human Rights Commission to inquire if we had been looking at their laws in this process and if there will be conflicts. IBC Chapter 11 was reviewed by Rich McCarthy. Discussion also about reference standards and Appendices. Reference standards will be adopted. 
**Clarification needed from Legislature if the Appendices should be included in the adoption of the Codes. 
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Motion: Rich McCarthy motioned that we should remove Chapter 11 from the IBC, to avoid conflicts between the I-Codes and the Maine Human Rights Commission laws. This means under Section 4.1.A – change the numbers to state Chapters 1-10, 12-27 Also: Section 4.2. – make A - Chapter 11, B Chapter 28, C – Chapter 29, D – Chapter 30 and E. Appendix A-K. as well as incorporate any recommendations from the TAG summaries, and any typo or language changes to be made and put page #’s in.

CHAPTER 4 – IEBC

Section 5, #6 – the date should be 12/1/2010. Strike Section 4, #2. 
**Clarification needed from Legislature is the Appendices should be included in the adoption of the Codes. 

Motion: Mike Pullen motioned to approve Chapter 4 as modified and to incorporate the recommendations from the TAG Summaries as well as any typo or language changes to be made.

Commissioner Jordan addressed the Board in reference to the letter they received at last week’s meeting, from Attorney General Janet Mills. AG Mills requested that the Board “defer on asserting jurisdiction over LURC lands and tribal reservation lands, pending possible legislative clarification. 

The Fire Marshal’s Office (FMO) is currently involved with an issue with the tribal lands. Rich M has a meeting tomorrow with the Passamaquoddys. If one of their public buildings is built, Rich feels that it should be built according to the MUBEC codes. Chris Mann, Asst A.G. suggested the Board could pass this to Legislature to decide. FMO rules do apply to Tribal lands. There are two kinds of tribal lands, he advised: Reservation and Trust Lands. 

Motion: by Rich McCarthy that the MUBEC Codes should be applied to buildings on LURC jurisdictional lands.

Motion: by Dick Lambert to recommend a letter go to the BRED Committee, asking what they intended for Tribal lands in terms of MUBEC, as well as alert them that we have included LURC lands in the Code. This is a statewide Code unless you state otherwise, please clarify. **Commissioner Jordan was asked if she would write this letter and she agreed.

CHAPTER 5 – IRC
Rich McCarthy voiced his concern that where the requirement for sprinklers was eliminated, something else has to be put in place to deal with lightweight construction. Suggestion made to put encapsulation in an Amendment or if it was brought up during our public comment period/hearing? **Discussion to have the Fire/Life Safety and IRC TAGs brought together to discuss this. Lightweight construction should be protected by 20 minutes burn time. 
Motion: Roger Rossignol motioned to Insert in Section 5, #14 (underneath delete)  “manufactured lightweight floor/ceiling assemblies shall be constructed to meet a 20 minute assembly rating” as well as to adopt Chapter 5 with this addition and to incorporate the recommendations from the TAG Summaries as well as any typo or language changes to be made.

CHAPTER 6 – IECC

Motion: Shiloh Ring motioned that Chapters 1-6 will include amendments that the footnote is included to adopt the 2009 version of the four I-codes eff 6/1/2010. “The IBC, IEBC, IRC and IECC editions, issued for the 2009 year and in effect on June 1, 2010 are incorporated in this Code.”

**Suggestion made that the letter to the BRED Committee also include asking what their intention was for the ASHRAE and Radon standards in terms of being mandatory/voluntary. Commissioner Jordan acknowledged this request. 

Rule-making Process from here: MUBEC Staff will do the MAPA (administrative procedures paperwork) for the rule-making. All of the MAPA and Chapters 1-6 will go to someone else at the AG’s office for review, then to the Secretary of State’s office. Then it will be publicized, a public hearing held as well as a public comment period. The Board will then meet to review any comments that were received during this time period. Then it will go back to the AG’s office for a final language check. 

PUBLIC COMMENT
Peter Cutrer, Sanford Fire Marshal addressed the Board. He advised that we need residential sprinklers. A code was written by engineers, architects, buildings and insurance companies who all saw a need for residential sprinklers. He is sad that the people who fought for this was just because they want to sell a house and make money. It’s all about money. 
Amanda Lessard, State Planning Office advised that they are holding a public hearing on 6/3/10 at 1:00 p.m. Cross Office Building, Rm 209 on their rule-making for CEOs and Third-party inspectors rules.

She thought perhaps after this hearing, the Training TAG might have to reconvene to review comments received.
