You may have heard it on the radio, at work, 
or at the beach “Buckle-Up Maine - No 
Excuses” .  This is the message from law 
enforcement and the Bureau of Highway 
Safety.  In May & June a statewide education 
& enforcement program will be conducted in 
an effort to increase the rate of safety belt use 
in Maine.  The Bureau allocated nearly 
$150,000 to 77 law enforcement departments 
for this education & enforcement program.  
National statistics show that around 50% of 
people killed in crashes do not have their 
safety belts properly fastened.  Many of these 
deaths could be avoided.

Speed Prevention Grant

of the highest-risk areas.  This year the speed 
grants will be a pilot project offered to those 
departments who are located in the highest 
speed related crash areas.

OUI Grant  
MEBHS recently has invited law enforcement 
agencies to participate in the summer OUI 
enforcement and education grant program.  
This is a program designed to save lives, 
prevent injuries, and reduce alcohol-related 
crashes, which increase health care and 
economic costs.  Twenty departments will be 
awarded an OUI grant based on analysis of 
crashes and fatalities.

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Safety Belts Save L ives 
 

 
 
Young Males, Pickup Truck Occupants, 
Rural Dr ivers and Dr ivers at Night are 
Those Least L ikely to Buckle Up and at 
Greatest Risk 
 

·  Regular safety belt use is the single 
most effective way to protect people 
and reduce fatalities in motor vehicle 
crashes. 

·  Yet nearly one in five Americans (18 
percent nationally) still fail to regularly 
wear their safety belts when driving or 
riding in a motor vehicle. 

·  Although safety belt use increased to a 
record 82 percent nationally in 2005 
(up from 58 percent since 1994), too 
many Americans still choose not to 
regularly wear their safety belts. 

·  According to the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration 
(NHTSA), 31,693 passenger vehicle 
occupants died in traffic crashes during 
2004 – and 55 percent of those killed 
were NOT wearing their safety belts at 
the time of the crash.   

·  In 2005, observed safety belt use in 
primary law states averaged 85 
percent, compared to 75 percent in 
states with secondary laws.

·  Near ly one young dr iver  is killed 
each week in Maine;  

·  More than 60 young dr ivers are 
injured each week in Maine;  

Most fatalities and injuries among young 
drivers are the result of dr iver  inexper ience 
and r isky dr iving behavior .  Fortunately, 
both of these issues can be addressed and 
significantly reduced when parents take an 
active role in their teenagers' driver 
education.
