Maine police and the Maine Turnpike Authority
today began handing out bookmarks with a highwa
safety message. The Maine Bureau of Highway
Safety created and funded the $20,000 project,
aimed at a new message each month. Today, the
first of 50,000 bookmarks with a safe trucking
theme began to be distributed. Work zone and
districted drivers will be the theme for April,
followed by motorcycle and bicycle safety in May,
and seat belts in June. Highway Safety Director
Lauren Stewart said the bookmarks are being
handed out at Maine police departments, by toll
takers along the Maine Turnpike, at Maine driving
classes and by the Maine Motor Transport
Association, the group that represents the Maine
trucking industry. State Police Lt. Tom Kelly, the
head of Troop K's Commercial Vehicle
Enforcement Unit, said this month’s message --
sharing the road with a truck—advises motorists of
truck’s blind spots and their increased stopping
distance and turning radius.

Stewart said, "This is a unique way of getting a
highway safety message into thousands of Maine
homes and businesses on an item that is likelgto b
kept.” Among the groups taking part in the project
are State Police, Maine Chiefs of Police
Association, Maine Sheriff's Association, Maine
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Department of Transportation and the Maine
Turnpike Authority.
