However the message was sobering:

Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause
of death for teens in Maine.
New teen drivers are 4 times more likely to
die in a crash than adults.
Young drivers comprise 12.5% of all drivers,
but suffer 25% of all fatalities and 30% of all
injuries.

Fortunately, these statistics can be reversed by
parental involvement, driving practice and
education. New drivers need additional
experience and knowledge to become safe
drivers.

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Motorcycles & Drinking

Drunk driving is one of America’s deadliest
crimes. In fact, during 2004, nearly 13,000
people were killed in highway crashes involving
an impaired driver or motorcycle operator with
an illegal blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of
.08 or higher. The picture for motorcycle
operators is particularly bleak. Forty-one
percent of the 1,672 motorcycle operators who
died in single-vehicle crashes in 2004 had BAC
levels of .08 or higher.

ARLINGTON, VA —ARLINGTON, VA — The
designs of passenger vehicles have been improving
for years, becoming more protective of their
occupants in crashes. Without these improvements,
the motor vehicle death rate per registered vehicle
would have stopped declining in 1994 and started
going up. This is the main finding of a study bg th
Insurance Institute for Highway Safety.

"Death rates per vehicle and per mile have been
going down for decades, and they still are. This
study shows why," says Institute president Adrian
Lund."In recent years it's the vehicles, not better
drivers or improved roadways. The study reveals
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not only the importance of the vehicle design
changes and the kinds of vehicles motorists are
choosing to drive but, on the downside, the loss of
momentum for effective traffic safety policies on
belt use, alcohol-impaired driving, and speeding."”

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MTSC Guiding Principals

One of the guiding principals of the MTSC is
A Crash is Not an Accident

The MTSC will be consistent with Federal
terminology in referring to crashes. Terminologies
such as “crash”, “collision”, “incident” and “injy”

are preferred alternatives to the word “accident”.
MTSC members agree to use the appropriate
terminology in published materials, in speeches or
other statements or in communication with the
media and others. MTSC members will also work to
encourage State transportation officials, and sther
to limit the use of the term “accident” and use the
more appropriate terminology.

The MTSC agrees to this terminology since the use
of the word “accident” fosters the idea that the
resulting damage and injuries are unavoidable. In
reality, crashes are predictable results of specifi
actions and the continued use of the word “accident
implies that these events are outside human
influence or control
