REQUIRED ATTIRE FOR THE CLASSROOM:

 Males:

Department uniform or collared shirt and dress slacks.

 Females:
Department uniform or dress or blouse with skirt or dress slacks.

REQUIRED EQUIPMENT FOR CLASSES:

 For Defensive Tactics Class:

o Appropriate clothing (old uniform or athletic clothing such as sweat suit);

o Police baton or 3+ cell straight flashlight and holder / ring;

o Handcuffs with key and holder;

o Towel and personal bath kit

o Appropriate footwear;

o First aid CPR mask.

 Miscellaneous equipment for students lodging at the Maine Criminal Justice Academy

o Personal towels, washcloths, toilet items;

o Alarm clock;

o Coat hangers;

o Flashlight in working order;

o Sewing kit

NOTE:      As of September 6, 2002, the range portion of the firearms class has been removed from the Law Enforcement Pre-Service Program.  Students will no longer be required to provide a firearm or ammunition in the program.  

Students will receive a course completion certificate at the conclusion of the LEPS and receive certification as a law enforcement officer upon being hired by a law enforcement agency and providing evidence that they have demonstrated proficiency with a department issued or approved weapon to Maine Criminal Justice Academy standards as attested to by an Academy Certified Firearms Instructor. 
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
