Tournaments:

What type of game can be played at a Tournament?

· Any type of Game of Chance played using a deck of cards with rules similar to poker or other card games.

Does an organization need a license to conduct a Tournament and how often can they be conducted?

· Yes, and you may only conduct one tournament per month.

Are there a maximum number of players?

· Yes, the maximum number of players allowed is 100 unless the tournament is held on premises owned by the licensee, in which case the maximum number of players allowed is 300.  Occupancy rates for the building need to be adhered too.

What is the cost of a license?

· The license fee is determined by the number of players.
· For tournaments that do not exceed 100 players.

· $75.00 per tournament license.
· $200.00 for a monthly license (maximum of two tournaments).

· $1,500.00 for an annual license (maximum of two tournaments per month).

· For tournament games that exceed 100 players.
· $300.00 per tournament license for tournaments with 101 to 150 players.

· $400.00 per tournament license for tournaments with 151 to 200 players.

· $500.00 per tournament license for tournaments with 201 to 250 players.

· $600.00 per tournament license for tournaments with 251 to 300 players.

What if we don’t know how many people will be playing in the tournament?

· The organization would have to decide when applying for your license how many people you would limit the tournament too.  Once a license is issued we are not able to make any adjustments.  

Can an organization recoup the license fee from the players?

· The organization may charge an additional fee to each player to defray the cost of the license fee;

· For tournaments that do not exceed 100 players.

· $75.00 per tournament license.
· $62.50 per tournament (up to two tournaments per month) for a monthly license and (up to two tournaments per month) for an annual license.

· For tournament games that exceed 100 players.

· $125.00 per tournament license.
What is the maximum buy-in?

· The maximum entrance fee (buy-in) to play is $100.00.

Are re-buys allowed?

· No, only one entrance fee is permitted per person.

Can cash be used for play?

· No, the use of currency is prohibited.

How are the winners determined?

· Winners are determined through the process of elimination.

How many places have to be paid and is there a minimum or maximum amount?

· The law does not stipulate how many places must be paid out.  The law does stipulate that no less than 75% of the entrance fees must be paid to winners of the tournament.  There is no maximum that may be paid out, except that the organization may not pay out more than was taken in for entrance fees.

How long can a tournament last?

· A tournament must be completed within 48 hours.

Can a tournament game be held in conjunction with other Games of Chance?

· The only other games of chance that may be conducted during a tournament are the following:

· One High Hand (Maximum bet limit of $5.00 per player) Per Tournament.
· Sealed tickets, which must be licensed.

· One 50/50 Raffle with a prize value up to $1,000.00.
