FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT STATE OF MAINE

CONCEALED FIREARM PERMITS
 

1)    Q:    Do I still need to complete the application even though it is a renewal?

        
       A:    Yes.
 

2)    Q:    Even though I was never in the military, do I need to complete page 9 of the 

               
  application?

                    A:    Yes.  The information requested at the top of page 9, is an "Authorization to 

  release information". Every applicant must complete this section in order for 

    

  the Department to complete background checks.

 

3)    Q:    On page 10, do I still need to sign and date?
        A:   Yes, you must sign and date.
4)    Q:    Do you have reciprocity with any other State at this time.

 A:    Yes, Delaware, South Dakota, Louisiana, North Dakota – Class 1 Permits Only, Wyoming and Arkansas.  Reciprocity applies to resident permits only
 

5)    Q:    Should I still send copies of my permits from other states?
       A:    Yes.  See the cover letter.
 

6)    Q:    Am I allowed to send a passport in lieu of a birth certificate?

       A:   Yes, as long as it is current.
 

7)    Q:    What is a passport photo?

       A:    It is a 2" X 2" photo or picture, which is just a head shot, no sunglasses or hats.
 

8)    Q:    Is a photo still required to send in, even though it's a renewal.  If so, where can I 

               obtain one?

       A:    Yes, it is.  If you have a digital camera, this can be done at home.  If not, 

  anywhere passport photos are taken.  The photo must just be a head shot with

  no sunglasses or hats (ex:  Walmart, AAA, Sears, Post office.)
 

9)    Q:    Where can I take a Handgun Safety Course?

       A:    You can check through your local fish & game club, Inland Fisheries & Wildlife 

               or a licensed firearms dealer.
10)    Q:   When can I come to your office to receive assistance in person?

A. Walk-in hours are Mon, Tues, Wed and Thurs 9:00 am – 11:00 am and 1:00 pm – 3:00 pm.  There are no walk-ins hours on Fridays.


  

11)     Q:    Why do I have to go through the whole process, even though I'm just

                 renewing?

          A:    It is required by law to do so.  A person’s appearance and background can change.
12)     Q:   How do I change my address?

          A:   If you currently hold a valid permit through the Maine State Police, and you

                             move to a town that we issue to, all you would have to do is a change of 

   address form, which will cost you an additional $2.00.

           
           B:   If you currently hold a valid permit through a local police department or 

    through your town office and you move to a town in which the Maine State

    Police is the issuing authority, then you must complete an entire package

    with all the information that is required on the cover sheet of the application.

    The cost will still be only $2.00.

B. If you currently hold a valid permit through a local police department or

through your town office and you move to another town that issues permits

for its residence, then you must contact that town to inquire what their process

is to have your address changed.
