[WELLS], May 15, 2009 - Roy E. McKinney, Director of the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency, and Stephen Borst, Special Agent Supervisor of the MDEA’s York Regional Task Force Office serving York County, announced the arrest of JOSE GONZALEZ (27) of Sanford, ME.  
The Maine Drug Enforcement Agency had been actively investigating JOSE GONZALEZ and associates, who were believed to be trafficking substantial amounts of cocaine from the Haverhill, MA area to the Sanford area for sale.  After a month long investigation that included surveillance and a controlled purchase of cocaine from GONZALEZ, Agents located GONZALEZ northbound on the Maine Turnpike.  Maine State Police troopers stopped the car in which GONZALEZ was riding at Mile 19 in Wells.  During the stop, Drug Agents searched GONZALEZ pursuant to active bail conditions.  At the time, GONZALEZ was found to be in possession of approximately 70grams of cocaine (street value of $7,000.00).  JOSE GONZALEZ was charged with Trafficking in Schedule W Drugs, a felony, and Violation of Bail. Also charged in the case was AMBER RYEA (19), of Sanford, ME.  RYEA, the driver of the vehicle, was charged with Illegal Importation of Scheduled Drugs, a felony, and released on a summons to court.  GONZALEZ was transported to the York County Jail and is being held without bail.  
MDEA would also like to recognize the assistance of the Maine State Police in these arrests and substantial cocaine seizure.
