STATE FFA ENVIRONMENT/NATURAL RESOURCES/WILDLIFE EVENT – 2012
FORMAT:

The State FFA Environment/Natural Resources/Wildlife Event will be conducted for teams of up to four contestants from each participating chapter of whose scores the top four will be counted. Contestants are expected to bring their own clipboards and pencils to the test site.  Contestants must bring their completed posters with them to Convention!
GENERAL EVENT RULES:

1. All written materials will be furnished for the event. No written materials such as tests, problems, or worksheets shall be removed from the event site.

2. One table in the identification room will contain specimens that can be handled. That table will be clearly marked for handling the specimens. Under no circumstances will any participant be allowed to handle any of the other specimens in the identification portion of the event.

3. There will be no discussions between team members/teams during the general exam or identification portions of the event.

4. No team, team member, or team coach shall visit the event facility prior to the exam the day of the event.

5. The event will include practical and written testing at each of the following four stations:

a) Aquatics Station – 100 Points

b) Soils Station – 100 Points

c) Wildlife Station – 100 Points
d) ) Current Issue Station (“Non Point Source Pollution/Low Impact Development ”)- An oral presentation before judges (this section is the only part presented as a team), along with poster – there will be no written exam at this station – 100 Points

Station d:  Poster Project and Oral Presentation (100 points)
TOPIC:  Non Point Source Pollution/Low Impact Development
NOTE:  A Description of this year’s issue, Scoring Rubric for the presentation and References Information can be found under “State Forms” at www.maineffa.org
1. Each team is to create up to two posters (or two posters attached).  This will equal two poster boards 22”X28” each.  THESE SHOULD BE BROUGHT WITH THEM TO THE EVENT!
2. Teams may redesign their posters into other shapes (ovals, etc.) or three dimensional designs. However, the total cannot exceed 1,232 square inches.

3. There can be no posters with removable parts.

4. The team’s chapter name must be on the back of the posters.

5. Teams are also to list the resources used in preparing their oral presentations/posters on the back of one of the posters.
6. Any medium can be used to create and design the posters.

7. Teams must take their posters with them to the room where the posters will be collected. If the posters are carried in a large bag (a garbage bag works well), the bag must also be clearly identified with the chapter name.

8. The team chapter shall be clearly identified on the back of each poster.

9. Teams should pick up their posters at the end of the competition.

Teams may use notes on index cards to help them during their oral presentation. Notes are not be used in any other part of this event.

Each team will make a five minute oral presentation before one or more judges about the 2012 topic using their posters.  After the presentation, each team may be asked questions by the judge(s) if there is any time left.  While one team is with the judge(s), the other teams will be working on other sections of the event.
