While the state association will provide reimbursement for travel and registration fees incurred, I agree 
to allocate the time this leadership opportunity demands.

6.  Completed 20-question general knowledge exam on agriculture/FFA, administered by teacher/Chapter Advisor for 45 minute period and corrected by same


7.  Jacket Order Form pre-completed with name (as would wish to have appear on jacket) and appropriate size information---in case of election, this information will be needed right away
