Rule 208.  Requirements for Drafting.





	A request for a bill or resolve filed with the Revisor of Statutes is considered complete when the request is properly titled and accompanied by sufficient instructions, information and data required for its preparation. Drafts prepared by an outside source must be filed in final form by the appropriate cloture date.





	When  directed  by  the  sponsor, the Revisor of 


Statutes  shall  prepare a bill or  resolve in concept form.


The bill or resolve shall contain only  an enacting clause


 and a summaryof the proposed legislation and shall not


 be  fully  drafted  by  the Revisor of Statutes.  The bill or


 resolve   prepared   in  this  form  shall  be  printed  and 


referred  to a committee  in  the  same  manner as other


 legislation and may be reported by that committee in the same   manner   as  other  legislation.  This  method  of 


drafting legislation is not allowed for legislation submitted


by  the  Governor,  by  agencies  or departments of state


 government,  by study  commissions,  or  pursuant to statute.  Any request for a bill or resolve submitted after cloture  must  state  if  it  is a request for a concept draft.


  Any   committee  amendment  must  be germane to the


 detailed  summary of  the concept draft.  This paragraph


 of  Joint  Rule  208  shall have a sunset date of March 1,


 1997.   This  sunset   date  may   be  extended   by   a


 majority  vote  of  both  branches of  the Legislature.

Dear President Lawrence and Speaker Mitchell,





	Public Law of 1995, Chapter 651, "An Act to Improve and Expand the Functions of the Department of Audit," was enacted by the Second Regular Session of the 117th Legislature.  Among other things, this legislation required the Department of Audit to prepare a proposal to consolidate all of the audits of state financial records and to examine staffing levels in the Bureau of Accounts and Control related to financial reporting.  The legislation went on to require some periodic progress reports and a final report on each issue to be submitted to the Joint Standing Committee on Appropriations and Financial Affairs no later than December 1, 1996.





	State Auditor Rodney Scribner attended the last meeting of the 117th Legislature's Appropriations Committee, held on November 25, 1996, and told that committee that the Department of Audit would not be able to make the December 1st deadline.  Mr. Scribner requested a 45-day extension to the deadline.  Members of that Committee stated there was nothing they, as one committee of the Legislature, could do to waive or alter the reporting requirement.





	The co-chairs of the 117th Appropriations' Committee asked us to write to you, the new presiding officers, in order to:





1) inform you of the missed deadline; and





2) seek your input on how to handle the past State Auditor's request for a 45-day reporting extension (to approximately January 15, 1997).





If it meets with your approval we would propose to amend the C. 651 reporting deadlines retroactively in the "Emergency FY 97 Budget" bill we expect from the Administration.  The additional 45 days will allow the Department to complete its analyses and will also allow State Auditor Gail Chase to review their findings in advance of the report's submittal to the 118th Legislature.

RE:	FY 97 Report of All School Administrative Unit State and Local Revenues





In accordance with 20-A MRSA, section 15618-A, a report of all school administrative unit state and local revenues designated for K - 12 education in their FY 97 budgets has been compiled and a copy is provided for your use.





It should be noted that the amounts budgeted in the various categories may not be the same as actual expenditures for these categories, for the following reasons:





Some budgeted amounts may be unexpended and carried forward to the following year.  The statewide balance forward, for all budget categories, is usually between 2% and 3%.





School administrative units which do not utilize a line-item budget may transfer funds to other categories.





For certain types of funds that are transferred between school administrative units (for tuition costs and for transportation and other services provided to another school administrative unit), the amount is budgeted in both school administrative units, since each unit must appropriate these funds.  Since these instances cannot be netted out in the State Total Summary, the state totals will overestimate actual expenditures to some degree.





The budget information for the town of Fayette is not included because the town of Fayette has not submitted the necessary data to the Department of Education.

Dear President Lawrence:





	I am transmitting, as a courtesy, the most recent draft of Maine's education standards, referred to as Learning Results, to each member of the 118th Legislature.  The new draft represents the work of hundreds of educators, parents, and other community members who have worked tirelessly over the last eight months to improve the Learning Results.  Their work has already been reviewed and commented upon, in writing, by over 2,500 Maine educators and citizens. 





	As you will recall, the 117th Legislature adopted Public Law 1996, chapter 649, which establishes a system of Learning Results consisting of high academic standards in eight areas for all Maine students.  The law requires the Joint Standing Committee on Education, the State Board of Education, and the Department of Education to jointly review and, if necessary, redraft the content standards and student performance indicators introduced as part of the Learning Results in the 117th Legislature.  Following the review, the State Board and the Department are required to provisionally adopt the Learning Results through the rulemaking process.





	In accordance with the rulemaking process, the Department and the State Board have scheduled public hearings around the state during the week of January 13th, 1997 (see schedule below) to gather public input prior to provisional adoption of the Learning Results.  Following the hearings and a public comment period that extends from January 13 to January 27, the Department and the State Board will provisionally adopt the Learning Results in late February and introduce them to the Legislature for final approval, where the public will again have an opportunity to examine the Learning Results through the Legislature's public hearing process.





	Approximately 10,000 copies of the attached draft of the Learning Results have been distributed to educators and other members of the public for review prior to the statewide public hearings next week.  My hope is that Legislators will carefully review the new draft and actively participate in the statewide dialogue on Learning Results that has been going on since 1993.  The State Board of Education and the Department of Education would be happy to answer any questions or provide additional information at any member's request.
