	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Hancock, Senator Goldthwait.



	Senator GOLDTHWAIT:  Thank you Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate.  I hope I haven't heard my first editorial comment on this bill.  It is an issue that, despite the amount of frivolity that has surrounded it, is actually a serious issue for some fishermen in our state, in that we have landings of $40,000 worth of periwinkles, and this issue was brought to the attention of the Marine Resources Committee by a group of fishermen from Washington County, who did what we always hope our citizens will do.  They identified a problem, in this case, what they perceived to be over fishing of the periwinkle resource and a new harvesting technique which uses vacuum pumps, which in a very short time, perhaps one season, could virtually extract all the periwinkles from their area.  they came to us proposing to add periwinkles to our existing clam ordinance which is, we now all know, locally managed and likely to remain so for some time.  The problem with doing that was that, despite the fact that they are a fish and they have a shell, for some biological reason, unknown to me, they're not a shell fish and so, we could not include them in a shell fish conservation ordinance.  So the majority report creates a separate periwinkle ordinance, locally managed but is exactly parallel in all substantive matters to the existing clam ordinance, which we already have.  It provides for the creation of an ordinance if a municipality chooses to do so.  It 

�does not require anyone to do anything if they don't choose to do so and it sets up virtually the same provisions for periwinkles as we already have for clams, in terms of licensing, allocation of non-resident license, fees and all of those parts were modeled precisely after the existing clam ordinance.  

	The problem, as perceived by these folks, is that because of the new harvesting technique and a growing interest in this, what is a niche fishery, that within a very short period of time that fishery could be significantly depleted.  These men testified that they had seen this happen to the clam resource and they were very anxious that this not happen to the periwinkle resource.  A case was made that this management should be state wide, that we should review this on a state wide basis and have one set of regulations for the entire coast of Maine, but the problem with that is because our Department of Marine Resources is so under funded that they are having a hard time being able to commit themselves to doing the amount of study, research and preparation that they describe is necessary in order to get something in place.  And so, it is likely that it could be as long as two years if we rely on a state wide process for anything protective to happen with this resource.  And therefore, because of a very legitimate effort made by a group of local people, who came to us with a good proposal which went through our process and is now the majority report of our committee, I would urge you to support this report so that we can help these folks protect a valuable fishery in their area.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from York, Senator MacKinnon.



	Senator MacKinnon:  Thank you Mr. President, women and men of the Senate.  I rise today and ask you to please defeat the majority report and go for the minority report.  While I realize this may not seem like a big issue, I really believe that it is.  One of the things that you have to realize is that periwinkles are not the same as the clam, as far as management.  Periwinkles move.  If we put a law in effect now, to affect one area, we are doing what we call spot zoning, in my opinion.  This will affect the whole state.  We are putting the foundation out without really knowing what type of furnace or anything else we're putting in.  The Marine Resources Department has come in and asked to handle this by rule making, allow them to study the issue, to look at that, because one of the things that you have to realize when you do this is that you are going to limit, by putting a management program in, licensure, fees and you're allowing organized, unorganized territories to put in laws way before the state realizes how they're going to handle those situations.  So, I'd ask you to look at these things.  

	We are setting precedent for one area, for the rest of the state, it is not the same type of shell fish management program that you have, with clams where you can see seed, grow, harvest and watch at this particular time.  You have over three species that they know of right now.  they follow algae, as we know.  they move about.  You're going to do an area in the inter tidal zones which are not effective at this time for the whole state.  Now obviously, if the Marine Resources Department can come up with some type of resolution, and some type of rule making, to eliminate the vacuuming, which I think they will, I think that would be very important.  But, to say that we need to put spot zoning in now is totally inappropriate at this time and I would ask you, please, to defeat this measure and go with the minority report which would allow rule making and allow the department to study and then come up with rules for the state.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Cumberland, Senator Pendleton.



	Senator PENDLETON:  Thank you Mr. President.  I am also on the minority report and I would just echo what the good Senator from York, Senator MacKinnon, pointed out.  Originally the people came to the committee because of the reason of conservation of periwinkles, because of a particular area that was being, what they thought, over harvested.  The problem is, the bill doesn't really address the vacuum harvesting of the periwinkles and that's troublesome to me.  I think if we're going to address the problem then we ought to hit it head on.  And also, I think that the department should have an opportunity to do it through regulations rather than a law.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Lincoln, Senator Kilkelly.



	Senator KILKELLY:  Thank you Mr. President, men and women of the Senate.  Obviously, I have had some issues in terms of the process that we use for managing clams, as everyone is well aware.  My concern is, and I have accepted the will of the Body, however, my concern with this particular proposal is that it takes the worst of the clam management process and puts it in place for another species and I think to reiterate what's been said before, this is a species that moves.  One of the issues with clams is that once a clam has settled into the mud, it stays in one place, so it stays within a particular town boundary.  The issue with periwinkles and a number of other species is that they don't stay within a particular town boundary, so what are we going to start managing next, that moves between one town and the next, and have set up these boundaries that mean nothing to the critters that are moving in and out?  

	This particular proposal is a parallel.  It allows the area to determine residency requirements and one of the issues that has been raised, in terms of the current shell fish ordinances is that each town can establish their own residency requirements.  There's no guidance within current law.  It allows only 10% of the people outside of that district, regardless of the persons history in this fishery, to continue to fish and that's the biggest concern I have.  What we are saying to some people, who do not live within this district, is that because they don't live within this district, they need to then line up for this 10% of whatever licenses are going to be available.  So, we are, in effect, creating a loss of jobs for some folks.  If the issue is, in fact, the process that's used for harvesting, than let's deal with that.  As has been said, let's deal with that head on rather than using this process which, I believe, takes the worst of clam management and puts it in place for another species and then sets a precedent for a number of other species to be managed in the same way, which then eliminates opportunities for people who do not live directly on the coast.  So, I would urge you to support the minority report.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Hancock, Senator Goldthwait.



	Senator GOLDTHWAIT:  Thank you Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate.  I just want to address two points that have been raised.  One is the fact that this law would not address the method of harvesting.  It most certainly does, on page 3 of the bill, in paragraph D, it says, "Regulate the method of 

�periwinkle harvesting."  Number two, the issue of migration of the species.  yes, indeed, periwinkles do move.  They don't exactly gallop but they do move, and yet, we are talking about regulation only in the inter tidal zone, which would eliminate some of the anxiety about, are we going to start regulating something like cod fish, which swim back and forth over our local borders?  No, we are not.  We are only talking about the inter-tidal zone.  Thank you.

	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Hancock, Senator Goldthwait.



	Senator GOLDTHWAIT:  Thank you Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate.  I'm delighted to have this opportunity to torture you all with fisheries issues.  We rarely get a chance to do this on the floor.  This is another issue which I actually consider to be a very critical one, not only for the management for this particular industry, but for fisheries management in general.  The majority and minority reports on this bill are identical in all regards except for one.  

	The bill was originally brought to us, as it has been every year for as long as I've been here which isn't all that long, but also for a number of years before that, in terms of the starting date of the scallop season which has been, until now, November 1st.  There was a request made, in fact, the first bill I ever submitted was to change that to December 1st.  It failed.  The bill was back again this time with another sponsor to change the date as well.  

	If you will indulge me for just a moment, I'll try to explain to you how scallop season opens.  It does open on the 1st of November but in order to prevent conflicts with scallopers dragging and the soft lobsters migrating off shore at that time of year, there were lines established.  These are imaginary lines in the water, inside of which you cannot drag before a certain date, so although the season opens on the 1st of November, there are two lines and one of the lines goes away on November 16th, one of the lines goes away on December 1st.  So, by December 1st there are no lines at all.  Although this was a good faith effort in rule making to resolve this conflict between the two fisheries and to protect the lobster resource, the lines are a source of some contention among certainly, the scallop draggers themselves and the lobstermen.  So, by moving the date to December 1st, we would have no lines because by that date both of the lines have gone away according to the calendar.  The argument is made that the fishermen are all over the place on this issue and that's a good reason to do nothing.  

	I would submit that it's really the committee that's been all over the place on the issue.  We had a hearing on this and there was certainly testimony for and against this idea.  You have a paper on your desks today from the Down east Draggers Association which, I believe, has 11 members and it's quite clear 

�that there is not universal agreement about this issue, nor is there on any other single issue, with the possible exception of right whale entanglement in the State of Maine.  So, I don't perceive that as a reason for doing nothing.  On March the 7th the committee voted 9 to 2 for a bill that included the December 1 date.  On March the 25th we voted 8 to 2 for a bill that included the December 1st date.  On the 1st of April, appropriately enough, we divided and one report said November 16th, the other report said December 1st, and then, by way of a House amendment, there was yet another decision made to go back to the original date of November 1st.  While I certainly agree there is not universal agreement on when to start the scallop season, it is a fact that virtually all of the lobstermen agree with this because they get a month of unimpeded fishing and, as best I can determine, roughly half of the draggermen are willing to go along with losing that month of fishing because these dreaded lines go away and they see that as an improvement.  The scallop fishery, because of this system of lines, tends to be directed to different areas of the coast.  When a line comes off the entire fleet goes to that area because it hasn't been fished yet, and much of this problem has to do with the direction of effort starting in the down east area and then moving down the coast as these lines come off.  The resource is very quickly fished out and then the fleet goes to another area, leaving the local fishermen in that particular area with a depleted resource and virtually nothing to fish on.  So, I hope that you will consider the fact that we have discussed this for literally years, that it is very unlikely, in my mind, that we will ever achieve some magical universal agreement and that it is time that we take a step in management of this fishery.  

	The scallop industry is going south in a hurry.  The resource is in terrible shape right now.  This would eliminate a month on the front end of the fishing season, still allow adequate time for fishermen to get in a good full season, resolve the conflict between lobstering and scalloping and get rid of the lines, and I hope you will support the motion before us.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from York, Senator MacKinnon.



	Senator MacKinnon:  Thank you Mr. President, women and men of the Senate.  Again, I rise and ask you to defeat the minority report which is on the floor and accept the majority report.  The reason for this is that, yes, there has been a lot of discrepancy as far as the date.  We have gone back as a committee and as a committee it was our responsibility to listen to the citizens which are involved in this conflict, lobster people versus the scallopers at this particular time.  We thought that we had an agreement.  At the public hearing we thought that we could go half way.  We thought maybe November 16th would be an ideal date.  We thought maybe December 1st would be an ideal date, again, back and forth.  

	What it basically comes down to is that we're afraid of losing the other positive aspects which are in this bill.  We talk about management of the industry itself.  It talks about ring size.  It talks about protecting some of the areas which are traditionally fished the hardest.  It talks about bringing the depth of the fish lines in, in Cobscook Bay.  If we pass the minority report here and we can't agree with the House, we lose the three important areas of the management of the resource itself.  Is it an important thing?  Yes, it is.  Does the date become important?  I think if we're looking at the date itself, we're giving a full month off, as far as the scallopers.  November, as we know, is a tremendous month.  If we start with them in December, cold weather is there, a lot of the gear is already up in November, at this particular time.  I think that we're doing a disservice by not allowing those people which are affected by the industry to set their date.  We have taken a big step forth of asking them to get the ring sizes, which I think is just as important.  Although we'd like to have both parts of this bill, I'm afraid of losing the three important things in this bill for an arbitrary date which we could not get.  So, I ask you to please defeat the minority report and go with the majority report which puts the three parts of management in.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Knox, Senator Pingree.



	Senator PINGREE:  Thank you Mr. President, men and women of the Senate.  I just wanted to speak briefly on this issue because unfortunately, I don't have the privilege of serving on the Marine Resources Committee this session.  Right now they tackle all of the tough issues and I'm sorry I can't be there, but I have had a chance to talk to some of my fishermen and look at this issue.  I know that the fishermen continue to be divided about what is the best date for the state and I have to concur with the good Senator from York, Senator MacKinnon, that at this time it's best to leave the date just where it is.  So, I will not be supporting the minority report and hope that you will concur and that we will go on to support the majority report as amended.

Supreme Court Justice Thurgood Marshall once said, "In recognizing the humanity of our fellow human beings, we pay ourselves the highest tribute."  Today, everybody, we are paying ourselves a very high tribute as we enact civil rights.  We show our ability as Senators and as a Legislature to rise above hurtful stereotypes and we show our courage to take occasionally unpopular stands.  with these equal rights come equal responsibilities and we have a responsibility, when we leave here today, with enactment.  As I walk out today I want you to know that I, for one, will be praying that we can carry home the message we heard here this week of peace and justice for all, of hope and compassion and tolerance and love.  

	Today we make history.  Today, May 9, 1997, on the calendar of many, the second day of ER in the year 5757 on the Hebrew calendar, we are making history and may we all embrace this moment as we enact, in honor, what many of our mothers and 

�fathers and grandparents and founders have taught us, to honor the equal rights of all.  And, if this isn't enough, I would just like to remind us all that in doing our jobs well this week and this year, and as we leave this chamber today, please be reminded that we make life much, much easier for the many who follow.  And, in thanks to all who preceded us and did the work that they needed to do, we're doing the work that we need to do and trust me, our enactment today means a whole lot to many and it will make life much easier.  we all deserve a lot of credit and tribute and thank you very much for listening and honoring the day and embracing the moment.  Thank you.

	Senator Abromson:  Thank you Mr. President.  Mr. President, in the 1940's Martin Nymular, a courtesan clergyman wrote, "In Germany the Nazi's came for the communists and I didn't speak up because I wasn't a communist.  Then they came for the Jews and I did not speak up because I was not a Jew.  Then they came for the trade unionists and I did not speak up because I wasn't a trade unionist.  Then they came for the Catholics and I was a Protestant, so I didn't speak up.  Then they came for me, by that time there was no one to speak up for anyone."  

	Mr. President, today we end a long legislative journey that began 20 years ago in the other Body, when Representative Jerry Talbot, an African American from Portland, introduced the bill we are about to enact.  This journey continued when two years later the same bill was reintroduced in the other Body by Representative Harland Baker and two years after that by Senator Gerard Conley Sr., but by then Senators Mary Najarian and Tom Andrews, followed by Representative Gerard Conley Jr., twice, and then by Senator Gerard Conley Jr.  That journey will end today when you, Mr. President, sign this historic legislation and you Madam Secretary present it to the Governor for his signature.  

	I am honored to have been allowed to participate in this journey and to have watched and listened as my colleagues on both ends of this hall, as they stood up and they spoke up not choosing to be silent.  They not only spoke up but they did so with eloquence, conviction, honesty and courage.  Mr. President, I urge enactment of L.D. 1116 and ask for a roll call.

	Senator NUTTING:  Thank you Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate.  The first thing I want to say is, I hope you will go on to accept this Report "A" out of the State and Local 

�Government Committee.  We spent quite a bit of time dealing with this bill.  The first thing I do want to let people know is that, any rumors that you have heard maybe, that I really do eat $32 a day, is not true.  I do love to eat but I don't eat $32 worth.  

	I guess the second thing I want to say is that I'm very pleased, in my earlier votes on legislative salary matters, I don't feel we are overpaid or underpaid.  My vote on this committee amendment "A" does not change that.  I do feel though, that several members of both parties on this committee felt that we, probably in our opinion, are paid more than we should be for our meal allowance but that we are not paid the proper amount for our constituent service allowance.  

	What committee report "A" proposes to do is lower the meal allowance from $32 to $22 and to put that, or most of it, not all of it because there is a net savings, but to put most of that towards increasing our constituent service allowance.  The constituent service allowance for the Senate would go to $2,000.  I know in my Senate district, I can't even send a mailing to all, approximately 41,000 people in my district for that amount of money.  Most of us work, even though we're not in session, or go to Augusta or to meetings, year round, this is what our constituent service is supposed to be for.  I can look anybody in the eye and say that committee report "A", in my opinion, properly compensates legislators the proper amount for meal allowance and maybe more towards a proper amount for our constituent service allowance.  Thank you very much.

You know, my constituents have told me in no uncertain terms that you don't eat $32 a day, a day's worth of food, and I know I don't eat $32 a day's worth of food.  So, I thought that committee amendment "A" did a pretty good job of compromising on what the problem is.  

	We're talking about the proper accounting for what we do around here.  To me, reducing it to $22 a day made a whole lot of sense.  Now, to indefinitely postpone this bill, that means what you're going to favor, if you are in favor or this particular motion in front of us now, you favor us eating $32 worth of food a day.  That just isn't happening.  So I really don't understand where this vote is headed.  

	It seemed to me that the committee came to some kind of a general consensus, this obviously was a divided report, but they came to a general consensus that legislators are having a pretty tough time paying for constituent service work and making sure that the word gets out there and the things that they do.  And we all ethically, it seemed to me, are required to spend constituent service allowance by doing just that, serving constituents.  It seemed like a great compromise.  I guess, what we may end up passing here is, you know, sticking with our $32 a day and I've really got a problem with that.  Maybe we could defeat this motion and move to report "B".  Thank you.

	Senator RUHLIN:  Thank you Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate.  I don't gorge myself but I'm a fairly healthy, normal eater and if I eat in a restaurant I want to assure you, there's no problem at all going through $32 worth of meals, however, should I feel I'm not using all that $32 to feed myself, I certainly have the option available to me presently to voluntarily write the state a check and return the money.  There is that option available.  I hope you'll go along and indefinitely postpone this bill which is really nothing but a piece of legislation.  Thank you.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Cumberland, Senator Rand.



	Senator RAND:  Thank you Mr. President, men and women of the Senate.  There have been many issues regarding legislative service, legislators as individuals, politicians in general, and the talk has been great in the past few years.  The general feeling is to be fairly negative.  I, who have been in state service for, I think, this is my eleventh year now, have only the greatest respect for the people whom I have served with over the years, on both sides of the aisle and those who walk in the path between both sides of the aisle.  So I basically oppose many of the legislation that comes forward that reduces or tends to lesson the value of what we do as legislators in this Body.  

	my second reason for moving to indefinitely postpone this bill is that there is a commission, there's a bill that is going to be reported out as Ought to Pass, if it hasn't already, that is going to form a commission that is going to look at the entire package of legislative compensation and if there is a problem in an area where the $32 meal allowance should really be, I have no idea, $15, and maybe constituents service allowance should be increased, so be it.  But, I do believe the entire package has to be looked at, not picked away bit by bit, and at that time, once that commission returns its report to the committee of jurisdiction and a recommendation comes from them, then we can seriously look at the entire package of legislative compensation.  So I would ask you, please, for the two reasons I've mentioned, to go along with indefinite postponement.



	THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from Cumberland, Senator Harriman.



	Senator HARRIMAN:  Thank you Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate.  I too, like my good friend from York, Senator Libby, will hope that you will vote against the pending motion for indefinite postponement so that we can go on to accept report "C" which is the true intent of the original legislation which would, once again, show the public that we are willing to make the choices necessary to restore their trust and confidence in state government.  Report "C" says what the bill originally intended, to reduce meal allowance from $32 to $16.  I think that's what the public would find acceptable, that's what they're asking for, that's what they deserve and that's what we should pass.  

	As my very good friend from Cumberland, Senator Rand, has stated, the legislation, apparently heading our way, to look at this from a global perspective, is certainly timely and worthy and that is the context upon which changes to salaries or constituents 

�allowance should rest.  So I hope you'll join me, Mr. President, in voting to defeat the pending motion.  Thank you.
