A. Shoreland Zoning – Board discussed remaining areas that a decision must be made in the Shoreland zoning process.  JB will continue to work on the SZO.

E. SHIP Grants- The Harbor Committee submitted a report recommending that a SHIP Grant not be submitted this year.  The committees recommend that a full plan for rebuilding the entire Wharf be created with cost estimates to take advantage of future grant opportunities.  DB moves that the Board not proceed with the current grant application for the 2010 SHIP Grant.  RR 2nd. Unan. Approval.  DB moves that the Board accept the HC proposal of developing a complete plan for wharf maintenance and rebuilding.  RR 2nd. Unan. Approval.  The HC will be responsible for the creation of a plan that is fully fleshed out with estimates.  RR moves that DB be the Selectboard’s liaison to the HC for this project.  DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.
F. Town Picnic Status – Food for the picnic is on island. DWL and RLB have offered their grills for the occasion.  ROS and DWL will set up the grills.

B. Harbor Committee Report- AF informs the board that he has discussed the rebuilding of the wharf with various contractors and has acquire informal estimates on its cost.  He further shares his views on how the project would be executed to have lesser disruption to the operation of the town float.

V. Other Business
A. Wellness Center Informational Meeting will be held on June 17 at 6:00pm in the community building.
B. Board of Appeals: Spousal Issues.   JB informs the board that documentation has been found that states “ 30- AMRSA – 2691:  Neither a municipal officer or his or her spouse may simultaneously serve as a board of appeals member or associate member.”  Therefore Ann Fernald cannot serve as a member of the Board of Appeals while AF is a Selectman.  

C. Resident Application: Crosswalk and Speed bump – The Board has received a request from the DesJardins to put down a temporary plastic speed bump and paint a crosswalk from their store to their house to slow down the traffic in that area.  The board discusses the issue:  1) Speed Bump:  The board discusses the issue as it relates to maintenance the roads, safety issues, and balancing the differing interests of all residents’ use of the public roads.  The Board is concerned that the bolting process used in placing the speed bump would have a negative effect on the deterioration of the road surface.  They are further concerned that the placement of a speed bump by private citizens on a public road has the potential to expand in a manner that will effect public safety and control of the roads by the road commissioner.  2) The board believes that a painted crosswalk would be sufficient to slow traffic in the area and that such a crosswalk must be accompanied by official signs indicating its presence on either side of the walk.   The Board further wishes to convey that the roads should be kept clear of personal items such as basketball hoops and parked vehicles.  These items should be placed as far off the road as reasonably possible.  The Board decides that the content of their discussion shall be conveyed directly to the land owner.  DWL moves that ROS be the contact person.  RR 2nd.  Unan. Approval.
D. MMA Visit – JB informs the Board that Ann Schneider from MMA has contacted the Town to set up a time to visit the island to review Town operations and buildings.  The Board expresses that a meeting should be held after the first Selectboard meeting of the Annual Town Meeting (June 11) so that appointments made by the Board will be in place at the time of the visit.
