II. Old Business
A. Ferry Pier Hoist- The town received two bids for the Ferry Pier Hoist Project.  Representatives from the Harbor Committee were present and informed the Selectboard that members of the harbor committee had reviewed all submitted bids. After a unanimous vote by its members, the Harbor Committee moved that the Selectboard accept Jeff Berzinis’ Bid in the amount of $6,500.00. AF 2nd.  Unan. Approval. 
B. Snowplow Bid -  The town received a new bid for the snow removal contract.  The new bid was read and after discussion by the board, RR moved to accept a bid in the amount of $10,000.00 per year for three years for a total of $30.000.00 as submitted by Travis Lunt. AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. DWL abstains from vote. 
III. New Business
A.  Float at Head of Harbor-  JB informed the Selectboard that a number of citizen’s had raised concerns regarding the burning of the float while styrofoam is still attached due to its toxicity. After discussion, the Board recommends that styrofoam be removed before the float is burned and expressed a desire for the float to be burned soon as there are concerns about damage being done to the harbor by its presence. Action- JB will inquire as to who is responsible for the dock and convey Selectboard concerns and recommendations to said individual. 
IV. Other Business
A. Jay Desjardin reports on the availability of a fire truck from federal surplus property. JB will prepare documents.
B. Marissa Rozenski informs the board that the wooden crate beside the school is being used for trash and recommends that a trashcan be placed next to the public restrooms.  The school board moves that this be done for the coming summer season, DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.
