V. Other Business
A. School Hockey Equipment -   Members of the public bring to the attention of the board concerns regarding the monitoring of hockey equipment purchased for the children of Frenchboro.  The item under contention is whether the current school children will be allowed to take their equipment home for use at all times or if it should reside in the school and be used during school only. The Board inquiries after the intended use of the money donated for such equipment. RR moves that the Teacher’s of Frenchboro school are in the best position to decide how equipment should be dispersed into the community and will be responsible for recording who has what equipment.  Individuals will be responsible for insuring damage does not occur to equipment issued them and will replace items that are damaged beyond normal wear and tear. DB 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
B. Town Rip Rap- The board determines the cost of replacing rip rap that was removed from island during the Shore Rd Stabilization Project.  This cost will be taken out of the payment for the project. 

C. Ferry Pier Hoist – The board discusses concerns with regards to the new hoist piling and the sunbeam docking.  It is apparent that the piling might incur damage due to how the sunbeam hits during natural wave action.  The board discusses the possibility of placing large tires as a buffer to prevent substantial damage from occurring.  The board decides that the Harbor Committee should look into the issue and suggest best solutions to the problem.
