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Call to Order

(RR abstains) Selectboard members, David W. Lunt, Robert Roxby, Arthur Fernald and Duncan Bond were present. Administrative Assistant J. Bellah was in attendance.   6 members of the public were also present.

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting held on Friday, November 19, 2010.  RR expresses that “reluctance” should replace “disinterest” when describing Sharon Daily’s role as temporary health officer. ; L.G should be L.J..  DWL moved to accept minutes as amended; DB 2nd;  Unan. Approval  
II. Old Business
A. Harbor Dredging: JB informs board of progress made so far.  Paul Charpentier last wrote on this issue when he was a Selectboard member.  Board discusses details of area to be dredged.  Rob Stuart will contact J. Clement on this topic.
B. MCHT Meeting – Tabled
C. Town Officials – 

i. JB informs board that there is no law stating conflict of interest for siblings to serve on the appeals board and informs board that there are three candidates (listed in the order they volunteered) Zach Lunt, Laurette Lunt, Jay Fiandaca.  DWL moves to appoint Zach Lunt to this position.  AF 2nd. Unan.
ii. Election Clerk – Duncan Bond volunteers to serve in this position.  DWL 1st. AF 2nd. DB abstains. Unan. Approval.

D. Municipal Building –

i. DWL recommends that the current fuel tank be painted to prevent further rusting

ii. Heat in fire bay – Paul Charpentier informs the Board that it would be least expensive to add duct work to the current furnace rather than to invest in a monitor. Selectboard requests estimate of work from Paul: under $500.00. Board discusses if a bid needs to be created: if under $500.00 no bid is necessary.

iii. Paul asks if town monitor was serviced by Kevin Lunt.  Paul is asked to work on wirings in fire bay.

E. URIP Forms – Rob Stuart has them in his possession and is continuing work on them.
III. New Business
A.  Army Corps of Engineers – Moorings – Board has received a letter from J. Clement to arrange a meeting on the mainland to discuss moorings on Dec. 20th 2010 earlier in the day before the salmon pens hearing.  AF recommends that any discussion take place on the island so that all who wish to attend may.  RR mentions possibility of having him out to the island on Dec. 20th.  Board reaches agreement that the discussion should take place on the island and dates should be changed to facilitate this.  ROS is assigned task of contacting J. Clement.
B. Solid Waste – JB informs Board that ADD is still working on developing a cost estimate for having recycling dumpsters available on island.  Submitted to the Selectboard for review was a suggestion that the town think about investing in a glass crusher that would produce a fill material.  The Board discusses the relative cost versus the benefit and takes into account the liability issue of having a potentially dangerous machine available to public.  Board chooses not to invest in product at this time.  
C. Repairs to Town Wharf Contract is signed. – contracts will be sent to Jay DesJardin for signature.
D. Non USPS Parcel Mail – Marissa has spoken with the USPS officials and they are willing to allow non mail parcels to be locked in the post office for security purposes.  The Frenchboro Mail Association Employees are willing to accept non mail parcels so long as they have liability coverage from non mail parcel companies.  Marissa recommends L.J. be contacted to see if his contract could extend to the Frenchboro Mail Association.  Marissa insists that a job description be developed for employees so that their duties are made clear.  ROS will contact L.J. to work on arrangements. Board and Marissa discuss the possible construction of a secure locker for parcels.

V. Other Business
A. School Sign – DB asks if any progress has been made on the do not enter sign at the school.  Marissa has looked at some options.  A possible option is to purchase a sign at a hardware store and use reflective lettering to spell out the message.  JB and Marissa to do research.  

B. Trees shading dump hill – AF is concerned that the constant shade will not allow ice to melt and recommends trimming be done.  Board discusses which adjacent property owners would be affected by this action.  AF recommends a field trip to look at are on the next sunny day and table discussion until next time.

C. Tammy has requested that her stipend be paid in two installments:  DB moves to authorize this pending checking with town treasurer to see if it will adversely affect anything.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval.  

D. MMA Report - Board discusses final draft of MMA Hazard Action Plan. – Inclusion of brush truck; generator does not have functioning tires; JB will finalize and send.
E. Citizens Concern – Catherine Mitchell has submitted a letter to the Town detailing three concerns

i. The Mitchell’s are concerned that the stage built on the church lawn presents a liability issue to their property should anyone fall from it.  RR informs Jackie that disputes between adjacent property owners must be solved by themselves.  The Mitchells believe that the land is owned by the Town and submitted a deed map that lists the property as belonging to “the inhabitants of Long Island Plantation (now Frenchboro)”. Board decides that a clarification of ownership of church land is needed before any discussion can be had.

ii. Catherine Mitchell raises concern that DWL acted inappropriately regarding conversations with J. Clement on the Moorings issue as he is connected through family ties to the mooring owners.  DWL states that it was not him who contacted J. Clement but David Lunt, his father.  JB finds meeting minutes from night of June 11, 2010: “DWL explains that he has contacted ACE and there is a tentative meeting set up in the fall. “  DWL states that minutes were incorrectly taken. RR states he does not feel the members of the board acted inappropriately and recommends that the issue be addressed when the moorings meeting occurs. 
iii. Catherine Mitchell is concerned about the unlawful use of ATVs of the MCHT lands, specifically deep cove road, as the trails have sustained considerable damage. The butler trail is also mentioned. DB mentions that Terry Towne had mentioned to him concerns on this issue and wished to discuss it with the Selectboard.
F. Excise Tax Report – DB moves to receive the tax collectors report as written. AF 2nd, Unan. Approval.
