     Sec. 1. 35-A M.R.S.A. § 3210-C, sub-§1(E) is further amended to read:

     E.   “Renewable capacity resource” means a renewable resource, as defined in section 3210, subsection 2, paragraph C, except that the 100 MW total production capacity limitation does not apply and “renewable capacity resource” does not include:

Sec 2.  35-A M.R.S.A. § 3210-C, sub-§3 is further amended by adding the following language to the end of the subsection:

For the purposes of this section, a long-term contract for capacity resources includes financial transactions based on the market price of capacity or that are otherwise structured to accomplish the purposes of this section.  
SUMMARY

This amendment would accomplish two things.  First, it would amend the definition of “renewable capacity resource” by removing the 100 MW requirement from that definition.  Second, it would broaden the Commission’s contracting authority to include financial transactions based on the market price of capacity or that are otherwise structured to accomplish the purposes of § 3210-C.
