Board Meeting Minutes 
 
A motion was made to table accepting the January 17, 2014 minutes until the May 18, 2014 
Board meeting when Ryan Morgan can participate in a motion and vote.

A motion was made to accept the March 21, 2014 Board minutes with the following 
corrections: 1) page 3 – “McCann Technical School/Donald E. Tatro and Ronald J. Peirce – 
15-Hour 2014 NEC“ refers to “McCain” when it should read “McCann”; 2) page 3 – “2013-ELE-
9052- Bruce Willette” should include a note that Mr. Willette left the meeting during the Board 
deliberations, and to correct the dollar amount of violation #4 to $500.00.

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License Reinstatements 
 
Keith Hillock – Journeyman license expired 03/31/20 07and limited to house wiring 
license expired 01/31/2007 
 
Keith Hillock stated by way of a telephone call conference with the Board that he allowed his 
journeyman and limited to house wiring license to expire when he moved out of state.  
 
A motion was made to reinstate Keith Hillock’s journeyman electrician license conditional upon 
paying reinstatement fees and completing a 45-hour 2014 NEC in the next six months.

Al Phommasing – Master license expired 9/30/2009 
 
Al Phommasing moved out of state and allowed his license to expire.  Currently Mr. 
Phommasing is licensed in Massachusetts as a journeyman and a master and working mostly 
on residential jobs. Mr. Phommasing is currently self-employed in the State of Maine.   
 
A motion was made to reinstate Al Phommasing’s master electrician license conditional upon 
paying reinstatement fees and completing a 45-hour NEC in the next six months.

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Mark Levesque – Journeyman license expired 01/31/20 11 
 
Mark Levesque stated that he was not using his Maine journeyman license and that is the 
reason it lapsed.  Mr. Levesque is currently licensed in several other states working in the 
engineering field.

Code Course Review  
 
Francis A. Reno, Jr. 15-Hour 2014 Update 
 
Brian McDougal recommended that Francis A. Reno, Jr. be approved as a provider and 
instructor for the 15-hour 2014 NEC Update course.  Mr. Reno completed the information 
requested by the Board at its March 21, 2014 Board meeting.  That information included:  1) 
providing a signed application; 2) verifying his Massachusetts provider number; 3) providing a 
list of the changes to the 15-hour 2014 NEC, and 4) providing a sample certificate for a 
completed course.  
 
A motion was made to approve Francis A. Reno, Jr as the provider and instructor for the 15-
hour 2014 NEC.   The certificate that doesn’t reference the State of Maine is acceptable for 
proof of completion for the 15-hour 2014 NEC. The certificate of completion with the State of 
Maine is not to be used.

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TENET/Claude Allard – 126 Hours of Electives  
 
Following a discussion regarding the TENET correspondence course, with Claude Allard as 
the instructor, the Board determined that completion of the 600 hour program does meet the 
576 hour educational requirements for the JY license.  However, the Board also found that the 
program does meet the 450 hour educational core for the Master license, as previously 
determined, but does not meet the 576 hour requirements for the Master license without an 
additional 126 hours of degree-related courses in the humanities, social sciences, etc.  Three 
additional courses are required for the Master license applicants. 
 
A motion was made to accept TENET/Claude Allard for the journeyman exam for the full 576 
hours from today’s date forward.  Students currently enrolled would be accepted when the 576 
hour requirement is completed.

Brian McDougal recommended that George A. Fournier be approved as a provider and 
instructor for a 15-Hour 2014 NEC update.  Mr. Fournier verified his IEAI certification and 
submitted a provider number from Massachusetts and New Hampshire.

RPX Circuit Engineering/Roger P. Knight, P.E. – 15- Hour 2014 NEC Update

the instructor, for the 15-hour 2014 NEC update.  Mr. Knight is IEAI certified.

Adjudicatory Hearing     
 
2014-ELE- 9789 – Robert A. Newkirk – The hearing commenced at 9:30 a.m. and closed for 
deliberation at 10:10 a.m.  Robert Newkirk was present and not represented by counsel. 
 
Robert Newkirk discussed his work experience and license history in several other states 
including a journeyman license in the State of New Hampshire.  Mr. Newkirk was unable to 
demonstrate that he had met the required 576 hours of education including a current 45-hour 
NEC update.

Senior Inspector’s Report 
 
Patrick Ouillette discussed the existing practice of not requiring permits for service and 
equipment wiring for telephone equipment pads and fiber optic equipment. He recently 
reviewed the Board’s statute, including 2011 changes to M.R.S. 32 §1102 (particularly 
subsection 1-C) and §1102-B(5)(B), and determined that the correct interpretation of the law 
exempts services and equipment wiring at cell tower sites and for cable TV amplifier 
equipment.  Commissioner Anne Head, Attorney Christopher Mann, Administrator Catherine 
Carroll and Senior Electrical Inspector Patrick Ouillette reviewed the issues concerning 
exemptions and agreed that permitting will no longer be required from the State of Maine for 
these four types of service and equipment installations. 
 
Patrick Ouillette will contact the electric utility companies with regard to the recent changes in 
permitting requirements. An e-mail notification will be sent by Patrick to advise that these 
changes will be effective April 22, 2014. 
 
Patrick noted that conceivably the 2014 NEC can be adopted in July by the Board in time for 
qualified individuals to be tested on the completion of a 45 hour course on the 2014 NEC.  The 
Board is holding a public hearing on May 16, 2014 on the proposed changes to Chapter 120 to 
adopt the 2014 NEC.  
 
Decision and Order 
 
Catherine Carroll recommended that Brian McDougal sign the Decision and Order of Andrew 
Skrivanich.  The Board members authorized Brian to review and sign the Decision and Order. 
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Administrator’s Report 
 
Catherine Carroll stated Prometric will have the revised master, journeyman and limited to 
house wiring examinations “live” at exam sites on July 31, 2014. The fact that the State’s 
contract with the exam vendor, Prometric, terminates at the end of this year came up in the 
discussion.  Upon learning this fact, Brian McDougal offered draft language in the Request for 
Proposal that describes the scope of services requested. 
 
Catherine Carroll and Robert Leclair are attending the “Hero to Hire” Job Fair at the Augusta 
Armory on April 23rd publicizing the office’s resources in licensing veterans and civilians in the 
trades. 
 
  
Other Business 
 
Gerard Caron stated that he’s witnessed helpers passing off as electricians.   
 
Peter Wilson mentioned that high school electrical teachers are working on providing credit of 
hours of experience toward license while in high school.
