Grant Program

Historical Records (Archival) Collections


Archival records include unpublished materials (manuscripts, diaries, bound ledgers, photographs, blueprints, tape recordings, motion picture films and videotapes) along with published materials with limited distribution (such as postcards, pamphlets, stereo views, and maps).
The Maine Historical Records Advisory Board received a grant from the National Historical Publications and Records Commission to help repositories care for their archival collections through the Historical Records Collections Grant Program.  Understanding archival principles and practices is required for these grants: the Basic Archival Workshop fills that requirement.  The next deadline is Feb. 1, 2010.
