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Chapter 51 POLYGRAPH EXAMINER LICENSING RULES

Summary:
Chapter 51 of the Department of Public Safety Rules implements 32 MRSA c.87.

1.
objectives: The objectives of the Polygraph Examiner Licensing Rules are:

A.
To regulate the use of polygraph as defined in the Act.

B.
To establish minimum standards for applicants for polygraph examiner's licenses.

C.
To enforce the provisions of the Act.

2.
Definitions:

A.
"Act" means the Polygraph Examiners Act, 32 MRSA c.87.

3.
Internship:

A.
Qualifications.  A person is qualified to receive a license as an intern:

(1)
Who is at least 21 years of age;

(2)
Who has not been convicted of a crime involving moral turpitude;

(3)
Who is a graduate of an accredited high school or has been granted high school equivalency status by the State; and

(4)
Who is a graduate of a polygraph examiner's course approved by the Commissioner.

B.
application.  An applicant for an internship license shall complete the form provided by the Commissioner and remit the fee specified in these rules.

C.
Sponsor.  Each applicant who is granted an internship license shall have a sponsor.  The sponsor shall be a polygraph examiner duly licensed by the Commissioner continuously for at least 2 years, and shall serve as the sponsor for not more than two interns at any one time.  Any polygraph examiner licensed by the Commissioner shall act as a sponsor for an intern if so chosen and notified by the Commissioner.

D.
Internship Program.

(1)
An internship license shall be valid for 12 months, and may be renewed or extended for not more than 6 months upon good cause shown to the Commissioner.

(2)
Examinations conducted by an intern shall be under the personal supervision and control of his sponsor.

(3)
Each intern shall consult with his sponsor at least once each month about his proficiency in administering polygraph examinations and interpreting charts.

(4)
Each intern shall, upon the request of the Commissioner, submit to the Commissioner any or all of his examinations, question sheets, reports, charts and other pertinent papers compiled during the internship, provided, however, that the intern shall delete the name of such examinee to protect the confidentiality thereof.

(4)
Polygraph examiner's license.  To be eligible for a polygraph examiner's license a person must:

A.
Satisfy the requirements of 32 MRSA §7155;

B.
Complete the form provided by the Commissioner; and

C.
Remit the fee specified in these rules.

5.
Expiration and renewal of licenses.

A.
Pursuant to 32 MRSA §7160, each polygraph examiner's license shall be issued for a term of 2 years;

B.
Unless suspended or revoked, a license may be renewed upon payment of the fee specified in these rules and upon documentation to the satisfaction of the Commissioner that the licensee has been engaged in the administration of polygraph examinations during the last 2 years. in determining whether or not a licensee has been so engaged, the Commissioner shall consider the number of examinations administered by the licensee and the amount of income derived therefrom.

C.
If the Commissioner shall determine that an applicant for renewal has not been so engaged, said applicant for renewal shall undergo the examination prescribed by 32 MRSA §7155(E).

6.
Examination.  Pursuant to 32 MRSA §7155(E), the Commissioner shall conduct an examination, including a practicum, of each applicant for a polygraph examiner's license.  The examination shall be offered at the Department of Public Safety in Augusta at reasonable intervals.

7.
Fees.  The following fees shall be charged by the Commissioner, and shall be payable by check or money order to the Commissioner of Public Safety at the time of application:

A.
For the issuance of each original license as a polygraph examiner, $100

B.
For the biennial renewal of a license as a polygraph examiner, $50

C.
For the examination by the Commissioner to determine the competency of an applicant to be a polygraph examiner, $50

D.
For the issuance of an internship license, $100

E.
For the extension or renewal of an internship license, $25

F.
For the issuance of a duplicate polygraph examiner or internship license, upon satisfactory proof that the original has been lost or stolen, $5

8.
Recognized Schools


The Commissioner shall maintain a current list of those schools recognized by the American Polygraph Association, and a current list of the psychological stress evaluation schools recognized by the Commissioner.  The lists will be available from the Commissioner on request.

9.
Retention of records.  Each person licensed as an intern or as a polygraph examiner shall retain for a period of at least 4 years from the date of examination all charts, question sheets, reports, data sheets, and other pertinent papers.
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
