The above-named properties are currently listed in the National Register of Historic Places.  In addition, potential historic districts have recently been identified in the vicinity of the intersection of Union Hill Road and Harbor Road, and in Fryeburg Harbor.

Survey data from the early 1980s consisting of mimeographed forms with limited historical information exists for the entire town.  Selected properties have been more fully documented and presented in Oxford County, Maine: A Guide to Its Historic Architecture (1984).
