There are 32 prehistoric sites known in Fryeburg, all located around Kezar Pond, Lovewell Pond, and on the floodplains or banks of the Saco River (various channels).  Most of these sites are known only through the reports of avocational archaeologists (collectors) from surface collected material.  Many of them represent Native American villages or farmsteads dating between about 1000 and 300 years ago.


Professional archaeological survey has been limited.  The Saco River banks upstream from the Swan Falls dam were surveyed about 15 years ago.  Recently survey work was completed for the replacement of the Red Iron bridge and Charles Stream bridge.

Needs for further survey, inventory, and analysis:


Many of the sites that are known and listed in our records need intensive survey to determine site significance.  Large areas of lake shore and river floodplain need professional, systematic archaeological survey, and would need professional archaeological survey in advance of ground disturbance (or ground disturbance that would go below the plowzone in agricultural fields).
