Sites 26.9 and 26.60 in Sheepscot Village near the Reversing Falls; 26.1, 26.19, 26.20, 26.21, and 26.22, oyster shell midden near the Route 1 crossing of the Damariscotta River; and various other sites which are all shell middens located on the banks of the Damariscotta River between Little Point and the southern town boundary.
