Affordable, conveniently located, quality child care is one of the most pressing concerns for families today due to longer work days, longer commutes, and the increasing participation of women in the labor force. According to the U.S. Census, more than 70 percent of mothers with children under age six are in the workforce, and more than half of them use child care. Families are spending between nine and 25 percent of their annual income on child care, according to census estimates. Low-income parents spend the largest percentage of income on child care. Many parents are forced to exit the regulated child care system and seek care in informal settings which decreases quality, safety and reliability. This in turn affects worker productivity and absenteeism rates.
