COST OF CHILD CARE FOR RANDOLPH
Child Care is a major expense for working parents.  When parents spend more than 10% of their household income on child care, this creates yet another financial strain on the family. The following chart details the cost of child care in Kennebec County for different ages and in different types of child care facilities.
Every two years the State of Maine surveys child care providers to determine the current price of care or the rate providers are charging parents in each county. That data is used to set child care subsidy rate ceilings. In Maine the rate ceiling is set at the 75th percentile of the market. This rate is equal to or greater than the rates of 75 percent of the providers in the area.  Setting the rate ceiling at the 75th percentile gives parents on subsidy access to at least three-quarters of all care or to three out of four providers in the market area.  That rate is know as the market rate and is detailed in the chart below.
