6. TRANSPORTATION 
Understanding the extent of the transportation network, trends in its use and how changing development patterns may impact this network is crucial to planning for the community’s future.  Transportation in Dedham is almost entirely limited to vehicular travel on the network of public and private roads.  The maintenance responsibility for public roads depends on the principal use of the roadway and falls either on the Maine Department of Transportation MaineDOT), the Town of Dedham or Lucerne-in-Maine Village Corporation. 
Summary of Existing Road Network

Public Roads. Based on data obtained from the Maine Department of Transportation (MaineDOT) and the Town of Dedham, there are three types of public roads within the boundaries of Dedham:

1.
Arterials - Arterial roads are comprised of a system of connected highways throughout the State that serve a high volume of through traffic.  This is generally defined as 10,000 to 30,000 annual average daily traffic (AADT) trips.  MaineDOT has classified Route 1A for its entire length in Dedham (6.68 miles) as a principal arterial.  The State is responsible for the maintenance of principal arterials. Route 1A bisects the Town of Dedham and handles the majority of commuter and seasonal tourist traffic which passes through Dedham from the Bangor/Brewer I-95 corridor to the Ellsworth/Bar Harbor coastal areas. 
2.
Collectors - Collectors serve as feeder routes that connect local service roads to the larger arterial roads, and are generally defined as those roads that carry between 2,000 to 8,000 AADT trips.  Collectors include numbered State highways and roads.  According to MaineDOT, Route 46 south of Route 1A, (Lower Dedham Road), including the portion in Dedham (1.19 miles), is a major collector.  The State is responsible for the maintenance of major collectors. 

3. Public Town Roads (Town Ways) – Public Town roads are all other public roads within the geographic boundaries of Dedham not otherwise classified as arterials or collectors.  As shown in Table 1, there are 26 public roads in Dedham and 60 public roads in Lucerne.
Private Roads. There are a number of other private roads in Dedham and Lucerne Village Corporation. Maintenance and improvement of these roads is the responsibility of the private owner(s). A listing of private roads is included in Table 3.

Reconstruction of Route 1A

In 2005 and 2006, the Maine Department of Transportation undertook a major reconstruction project on Route 1A, beginning about a half mile north of Green Lake Road and extending southeast about 3.4 miles, ending about a mile southeast of the Winkampaugh Road in Ellsworth. The work included installation of new drainage cross-pipes beneath the roadway, reconstruction of the existing roadway and roadside shoulders, and construction of new climbing lanes for trucks and other slow-moving vehicles. 
Highway Construction Backlog

Of the 8,269 miles of roadways administered and maintained by MaineDOT, 2,554 miles are classified as principal and minor arterials, and 3,488 are classified as major collector roadways. In May, 2000, the 119th Legislature enacted a law requiring MaineDOT to present biennial budgets that will result in improvement of the rural arterial highway system to modern design standards within 10 years. The arterial and major collector highways needing improvement are called “unbuilt highways” and they are part of Maine’s reconstruction backlog. Route 1A from the Holden line to just north of Green Lake Road and Route 46 are classified by MaineDOT as unbuilt highways. As of 2008, funding constraints appear to have made the 10-year goal unrealistic.
MaineDOT Six Year Transportation Improvement Plan

MaineDOT prepares and updates Six Year Transportation Plans for the purpose of identifying planned projects over a six-year time frame so as to provide better linkage between its 20-Year Transportation Plan, which is policy-based, and its Biennial Transportation Improvement Program (BTIP), which is projected-based and is fiscally limited. The Six Year Plan provides MaineDOT with the opportunity to more effectively manage its planning, project development and financial resources. The Six-Year Plan also provides municipalities with the opportunity to plan for the anticipated improvements in a more timely manner than is allowed by the BTIP. 

Route 46/Lower Dedham Road is included in MaineDOT’s Six Year plan (2004-2009) for improvements, from Route 1 to Route 1A. It should be noted that federal funding cutbacks have resulted in the deferral of many projects in the Six Year Plan.

MaineDOT will continue to rebuild existing roads as funds are available.  However, its top priority will continue to be its pavement preventive maintenance (PPM) program.  The condition of a well-paved road tends to be stable for the first 5-10 years.  Then, as cracks form and water gets into pavement and base, the rate of deterioration quickens.  The PPM program focuses on applying lighter, less expensive pavement treatments earlier and more frequently in a pavement’s life, thereby avoiding the point at which the pavement quickly deteriorates and the cost of repair accelerates.

Local Road Maintenance and Capital Improvements

The Town of Dedham has an elected Road Commissioner, but does not have its own public works department. The Town contracts with a private firm for snow plowing services and road improvement work. Dedham has a 7-year Plan for maintaining and upgrading its roads. In general, the Town is appropriating the necessary funds and following the recommendations of the Plan. Deviations from the Plan are made to deal with changing circumstances such as road damage caused by a major storm. 
Lucerne also contracts for snow plowing services and road improvements. Most of Lucerne’s roads were originally constructed for seasonal, low-intensity use. Many are now used by year-round residents. Lucerne has the position of road commissioner and has undertaken some road improvement work in recent years and working on a road improvement plan. 

Although the private roads listed in Table 3 are maintained by private individuals or associations, it is possible that one or more could be proposed for public acceptance in the future.  In Dedham, the decision to change the status of a private road to a public road must be accomplished by a majority vote of registered voters in attendance at an Annual Town Meeting.
Traffic Volumes and Patterns of Use

In general, traffic volumes have increased modestly on Dedham’s road network although these increases vary from road to road.  Some of these increases are due to residential development within the community while others reflect steady growth in commuter traffic. MaineDOT counts traffic volume on a rotating schedule.  The most recent counts in Dedham were in 2006.

As indicated in Table 4, in 2006 the highest Average Annual Daily Traffic (AADT) was on Route 1A, which is the principal north-south highway in the community.  Traffic counts were relatively consistent from north to south on the roadway, and they haven’t changed much during the 1998-2006 period.

High Crash Locations
MaineDOT identifies high crash locations.  All accidents that result in more than $1,000 in property damage and/or an injury/death are analyzed on a rolling three-year period.  Based on information provided by MaineDOT for the period January 1, 2004 through December 31, 2006, high crash locations are located:

· On Upper Dedham Road between the Holden line and Murray Road (13 accidents);
· On Route 1A between Mann Hill Road and Green Lake Road (9 accidents).

Access Management

MaineDOT has adopted an Access Management Rule that controls the development of driveways and entrances on all state and state-aid roads. A driveway is an access that serves up to five dwelling units or other uses that generate less than 50 vehicle trips per day while an entrance includes anything that exceeds these driveway thresholds.  MaineDOT’s access management rules apply to Routes 1A and 46.
Any person proposing a driveway or entrance on Route 1A or Route 46 must apply for a permit from MaineDOT.  This requirement is in addition to any local permits.  All such accesses must meet minimum standards for sight distance, minimum distance to intersections, maximum width, drainage controls, and backing up onto the highway, among others.  

Because the Access Management Rule is primarily intended to ensure safe use of and access to roadways, towns are encouraged by MaineDOT to adopt similar standards for development on municipal roads.  Minimum sight distance requirements, drainage improvements, and width standards, are just as important for the safe use of local roads as for State highways.  A minimum sight distance standard for all new driveways would go far in improving safety on town roads in the future.

Bridges

Table 5 lists bridges in Dedham.  Each bridge has a sufficiency rating, which reflects functionality (width and weight capacity) and structural condition, among other criteria.  All State and Town-owned bridges in Dedham have been inspected within the past five years.

Parking Facilities

There are parking lots at the Town Office, the school and each of the fire stations (one in Dedham, and one in Lucerne). These appear to be sufficient to meet normal needs of these facilities, but may become overcrowded during special events.

Pedestrian Facilities

There are no sidewalks in Dedham. However, the Town is currently developing a trail system on the Town/Village-owned Kiski lot. 
Public Transportation

There is no fixed route public bus system that serves Dedham.  Public transportation is provided to Dedham residents on a limited basis by the Washington Hancock Community Agency (WHCA). WHCA’s primary mission is to provide non-emergency services to the low income, elderly, disabled and general population of its service area which includes Hancock and Washington Counties.  WHCA provides door-to-door public and social service transportation in agency vehicles.  Medicaid-covered and some social service transportation are also offered in private vehicles with volunteer driver services and are available by appointment only.

In addition, Downeast Transportation (DTI) is a private, non-profit agency that operates regularly scheduled, deviated fixed route services in Hancock County on a limited basis. DTI offers five day per week service between Bangor/Brewer/Holden and the Jackson Lab in Bar Harbor.
Scheduled service is also provided by Greyhound Bus Lines/Vermont Transit, located at 158 Main Street, Bangor, and Concord Trailways located at 1039 Union Street, Bangor.

Air Transportation
Maine’s aviation system consists of 36 publicly owned airports, six of which are served by regularly scheduled passenger service. The Portland International Jetport serves the majority of domestic flights.  Bangor International Airport specializes in international flights, but also provides service to major cities throughout the U.S. There are no general aviation airports in Dedham. The Hancock County/Bar Harbor Airport in Trenton provides scheduled passenger service throughout the northeast as well as general aviation services for private individuals and cargo. 
Rail

There currently is no rail service in the community.  However, the State of Maine retains ownership of the unused Maine Central line (the Calais Branch) that bisects the community.  MaineDOT studied options for passenger services between Bangor and Trenton as part of its efforts to reduce congestion along the Route 1A corridor and in Acadia National Park but concluded that passenger service along the rail line, whether by rail, on-road buses and/or dedicated bus ways, would not be cost effective. 
In 2006, the Downeast Rail Heritage Preservation Trust signed a 15-year lease with the Maine Department of Transportation, with two 5-year options, to take possession and operate the 30-mile segment of the Calais Branch that extends from Brewer to a point in the Town of Hancock just east of Washington Junction in Ellsworth. The Trust is currently working to rehabilitate the 14-mile segment of the line that runs from Washington Junction to Green lake, with the goal of offering daily scenic trips from Ellsworth to Green Lake, and eventually past Phillips Lake. 
Analysis
The following analysis has been prepared in response to requirements in the State rules relating to the preparation of comprehensive plans.

Roads, Bridges, Sidewalks and Bicycle Routes

1. Concerns for transportation system safety and efficiency. Dedham is a small community, so safety and efficiency are seldom issues. Dedham has a 7-year road maintenance plan for its roads that addresses safety issues. Standards in the Subdivision Ordinance also address safety and efficiency.
2. Conflicts caused by multiple road uses. There have been issues with the way Route 1A has been maintained in the past. MaineDOT has recently reconstructed a portion of this route. The State’s access management rules will limit future curb cuts which, in turn, may impact the community’s ability to grow.

3. Impacts of state and regional transportation plans. State plans for the reconstruction of Route 46 will improve mobility for some Dedham residents. State plans for use of the rail line could eventually affect commuter patterns or provide additional recreational amenities for Dedham residents. MaineDOT’s Long-Range Transportation Plan contains a transportation objective to reduce congestion delays in the Route 1A corridor between Holden and Bar Harbor, particularly in the Ellsworth business district and the Thompson Island Bridge.
4. Relationship of local land use regulations to MaineDOT requirements. Dedham’s ordinances do not contain standards similar to MaineDOT’s access management standards. However, applicants for various approvals and permits are required to meet State requirements.

5. Municipal schedule for road maintenance and improvement. Dedham has a 7-year road maintenance plan for its roads that addresses safety issues. Lucerne is in the beginning stages of developing a similar plan.
6. Standards for public and private roads and bridges. Dedham residents have not voted to accept or change the status of a private road to a public, Town-maintained road in approximately 20 years, although subdivision standards have to be met. Some residents feel that in the long run, all roads providing access for a significant number of taxpayers should be under the jurisdiction of a single entity. 
Parking
7. Parking issues. Parking has been an issue in some locations. The Town enacted a parking ordinance in 2006.

8. Parking standards and growth. The Town’s parking ordinance does not appear to have any impact on directing growth from growth areas to rural areas.

9. Safety considerations for parking lot layout. This does not apply to Dedham.
10. Needed community investments for parking. This does not apply to Dedham.

Other Modes of Transportation

11. Available transit services. See discussion on public transportation.
12. Major transportation terminal. This does not apply to Dedham.

13. Public airports. This does not apply to Dedham.

Environmental and Cultural Considerations
14. Degradation caused by state or local transportation facilities. There is concern that stormwater runoff, particularly along private camp roads (many of which are not paved) may be negatively impacting Dedham/Lucerne’s 16 lakes through soil erosion/sedimentation and phosphorous loading. There has been evidence of degradation in Green Lake. Winter road maintenance, as well as road and ditch work, may also be contributing to the problem.  Herbicide spraying along the State-owned railroad right-of-way may also be contributing to degradation.
15. Protection of scenic, historic, cultural facilities adjacent to transportation facilities. As of this writing, the Town is strongly supportive of its rural, scenic character, and its lakes. The Green Lake Association recently obtained a grant to mitigate the negative impacts of roads and clear-cutting.
16. Transportation-related noise concerns. This does not apply to Dedham, although noise may be a concern for some individuals along the Route 1A corridor.

17. Possible community steps to minimize transportation-related environmental impacts. Dedham has standards in its Subdivision Ordinance to minimize environmental impacts. Further steps could include adoption of provisions for open space subdivisions. The Town could also develop or support a parking area at the 1A/46 intersection for shuttle bus service to Bangor, Bucksport and Bar Harbor. Local officials and contractors could attend educational workshops and informational forums on issues such as non-point source pollution (NEMO Training), road maintenance “best management practices” training and stormwater management.
Land Use

18. How proposed major transportation facilities complement the community’s vision. This does not apply to Dedham.

19. How local land use decisions affect the transportation system. The community needs to be sensitive to the fact that unplanned development along Route 1A can affect the traffic carrying capacity of that arterial. The Town has already included road standards in its ordinances, and has prepared a 7-year capital plan for road maintenance and improvement. 

20. Relationship between development and passenger transportation systems. This does not apply to Dedham. 

21. Need for access management standards. This does not apply to Dedham. MaineDOT’s standards already apply to Routes 1A and 46. There are no other arterials in the community. 

22. Local road design standards and growth. There is some concern that, given the topography of the community, some of the standards for slopes and maximum grades may be too strict. There may be a need to allow construction on steeper slopes, provided that there are provisions for maintaining water quality. Construction on steep topography creates health and safety issues, as well as the need for “best management practices” for road, ditch, stormwater and drainage maintenance issues. Much of the Town is in the watershed of one lake or another. Soil/sediment erosion and phosphorous loading is an ongoing concern for the Town’s 16 lakes.
23. Subdivision roads and future development. Most subdivision roads are open-ended in that they allow for future expansion if the property allows it. The Town’s concern is for emergency vehicle access.
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
