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SUMMARY

The Audit Division of the Maine Workers’ Compensation Board (MWCB) examined all twenty-two (22) claim files for the period under examination (2002) to determine compliance with statutory and regulatory requirements in the following areas:

· Form filing

· Timeliness of indemnity payments

· Accuracy of indemnity payments

Of the claim files audited, there was one (1) “lost time” claim and twenty-one (21) “incident only” or “medical only” claims. 

Our audit revealed:

· SelecTech is a third party administrator handling workers’ compensation claims for American Alternative Insurance Company.

· Form Filing:

· For the one (1) claim that was reportable (Aleena Woodman – claim #AAI000632), the required Employer’s First Report of Occupational Injury or Disease (WCB-1) form was never filed, which is not in compliance with Title 39‑A M.R.S.A. Section 303.   The penalty for the late filed first report is $100 due to the Maine Workers’ Compensation Board.

· Twenty-one (21) “incident only” or “medical only” claims did not require any forms to be file with the MWCB.
