3. That Fairfield Insurance Company failed to file a Notice of Controversy for the foregoing medical bill
within 30 days after it received notice of nonpayment by certified mail.

4. That, having failed to file a Notice of Controversy for the foregoing medical bill, Fairfield Insurance
Company failed to establish an ongoing dispute.

5. That the failure to pay or contest the foregoing medical bill represents one (1) violation of
39-A M.R.S.A. §205(4).

WHEREFORE, pursuant to 39-A M.R.S.A. §205(4), Fairfield Insurance Company shall be assessed a
civil forfeiture of $550.00 for the foregoing one (1) violation for a total penalty of $550.00, payable to
Treasurer, State of Maine.
