Naming Convention (***for testing purposes only***)
For test purposes only, we are asking that you use a different naming convention when FTP’ing a test file(s) to our server. Once you have been cleared for production you will then use the current production naming convention. Remember you can mix FROI and SROI transactions within a file as long as they are in separate batches. When we send back the Ack for the files they will be named AKCTest<date>.<time>.
