	There are two RFA’s recently released in regard to IMD expansion.  The Capital RFA, which is now closed to applications, was released to assist agencies with capital expenses incurred in the physical expansion of property when adding additional beds.  This currently open Catalyst RFA has been released to assist with supporting administrative costs, staffing costs, and other costs anticipated in increasing access to residential SUD treatment, but may not be used to support the purchase, renovation, or alteration of physical facilities or infrastructure.
