A. [bookmark: _Toc367174723][bookmark: _Toc397069191]Purpose and Background

[bookmark: _Hlk71031929]The Maine Department of Environmental Protection (Department) is charged with identifying and remediating threats to the environment and public health associated with the release of per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS).  Through this RFP process, the Department seeks professional environmental consulting services from Bidders experienced with the science and techniques to perform statistical analysis of PFAS data from impacted private drinking water supplies to better inform sampling practices that are protective of the private well users’ health and optimize Department resources.

The Department is seeking proposals to complete a statistical analysis of existing Department collected PFAS sampling data from impacted private drinking water sources and associated filtration systems in the state of Maine. Based on the analysis, the awarded Bidder will provide recommendations regarding filter sampling frequency, filter changeout frequency, best practices for the collection of PFAS data, and the most appropriate, cost effective, and efficient equipment to treat PFAS impacted water.

This document provides instructions for submitting proposals, the procedure and criteria by which the awarded Bidder will be selected and the contractual terms which will govern the relationship between the State of Maine (State) and the awarded Bidder.

1. From the time the RFP is issued until award notification is made, all contact with the State regarding the RFP must be made through the RFP Coordinator.  No other person/ State employee is empowered to make binding statements regarding the RFP.  Violation of this provision may lead to disqualification from the bidding process, at the State’s discretion.
2. Issuance of the RFP does not commit the Department to issue an award or to pay expenses incurred by a Bidder in the preparation of a response to the RFP.  This includes attendance at personal interviews or other meetings and software or system demonstrations, where applicable.
3. All proposals must adhere to the instructions and format requirements outlined in the RFP and all written supplements and amendments (such as the Summary of Questions and Answers), issued by the Department.  Proposals are to follow the format and respond to all questions and instructions specified below in the “Proposal Submission Requirements” section of the RFP.
4. Bidders will take careful note that in evaluating a proposal submitted in response to the RFP, the Department will consider materials provided in the proposal, information obtained through interviews/presentations (if any), and internal Departmental information of previous contract history with the Bidder (if any).  The Department also reserves the right to consider other reliable references and publicly available information in evaluating a Bidder’s experience and capabilities.
5. The proposal must be signed by a person authorized to legally bind the Bidder and must contain a statement that the proposal and the pricing contained therein will remain valid and binding for a period of 180 days from the date and time of the bid opening.
6. The RFP and the awarded Bidder’s proposal, including all appendices or attachments, will be the basis for the final contract, as determined by the Department.
7. Following announcement of an award decision, all submissions in response to this RFP will be public records, available for public inspection pursuant to the State of Maine Freedom of Access Act (FOAA) (1 M.R.S. § 401 et seq.). State contracts and information related to contracts, including bid submissions, are generally public records per FOAA.
8. In the event that a Bidder believes any information that it submits in response to this RFP is confidential, it must mark that information accordingly, and include citation to legal authority in support of the Bidder’s claim of confidentiality.  In the event that the Department receives a FOAA request that includes submissions marked as confidential, the Department shall evaluate the information and any legal authority from the Bidder to determine whether the information is an exception to FOAA’s definition of public record.  If the Department determines to release information that a Bidder has marked confidential, it shall provide advance notice to the Bidder to allow for them to seek legal relief.
9. The Department, at its sole discretion, reserves the right to recognize and waive minor informalities and irregularities found in proposals received in response to the RFP.

C. Eligibility to Submit Bids

The Bidder must have either a licensed/certified Professional Engineer or Geologist as part of the project team.

[bookmark: _Toc367174729][bookmark: _Toc397069197]For the purposes of this RFP, the Scope of Work includes, but is not limited to:

1. Basic Requirements

1. The awarded Bidder must demonstrate knowledge and experience with domestic water treatment systems used to remove PFAS from drinking water including but not limited to media adsorption and reverse osmosis systems.

1. The awarded Bidder must be able to demonstrate direct experience conducting statistical analysis of environmental data sets (3 projects within the past 5 years).  This can include, but is not limited to data from: 
1. Ground water;
1. Surface water;
1. Soil;
1. Sediments; and
1. Animal or plant tissue.

1. The awarded Bidder will have capacity to cost-effectively:
0. Upload large data sets;
0. Statistically analyze the data to establish trends;
0. Identify data gaps and/or unknowns in the data;
0. Determine potential courses of action as demonstrated by the data;
0. Clearly communicate orally and in writing the findings, conclusions, recommendations, and actions, to a wide variety of audiences; and 
0. Use appropriate methods and tools to undertake the work.

1. Bidders must provide a schedule for the project. The Department strongly desires the required tasks in the RFP to be completed by May 30, 2025.


1. Tasks

In addition to the above-listed basic requirements, the awarded Bidder will also:
 
1. Have an initial meeting with the Department to discuss the project in detail.  Two additional “check-in” meetings will be held during the work to check on progress and discuss any problem issues that arise during the work.  Finally, a last meeting will occur after the draft report and recommendations are submitted to the Department.  Edits, changes, etc., will be discussed at that meeting before the report is made final.

1. Survey other states to inquire about their PFAS treatment system sampling frequency as well as if they have done similar analysis of private drinking water supplies and compare the results of the statistical analysis of our data with their data.

1. Review relevant DEP Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for the collection of PFAS samples from private drinking water supplies, including water supplies with filtration systems.  A link to the DEP’s SOPs is here: SOPs, Bureau of Remediation and Waste Management, Maine Department of Environmental Protection 

1. Analyze the data and provide a draft report for Department review.  The report should explain the methodology used to analyze the data and make recommendations on: 1) sampling frequency requirements, 2) filter changeout frequency, 3) methods for improving collection of samples to improve data, 4) methods for improving data management for future analysis and 5) best treatment options for a given concentration of PFAS (i.e. GAC, RO, other).

The current data set for analysis consists of more than 13,000 lines associated with more than 400 PFAS treatment systems installed throughout the state.  Each line will be associated with a single water test consisting of the initial PFAS concentration prior to installing treatment and each of the three water samples collected during a single monitoring event (each filter system has three sample points consisting of a sample collected before treatment, a sample between the 2 carbon vessels, and a sample after the carbon vessels). The Department will provide the full data set in either .csv or .xlsx format.  The data set may not be complete, as some categories have unreliable, purposely deleted, or missing data for various reasons.

1. After a meeting with the Department and appropriate revision, finalize the report and provide an electronic copy to the Department.


1. Evaluation Procedure

The awarded Bidder will be subject to an assessment and evaluation procedure, at the sole discretion of the Department. Such evaluation will generally consist of project performance assessments at the completion of, or during, the performance of tasks associated with the RFP, or on a periodic basis, as determined by the Department. Department project managers or other Department staff associated with a project may complete such a project performance assessment. This assessment will document the efficiency, competency and professionalism of awarded Bidder’s staff and sub-contractors, and the general satisfaction of the Department with the work performed. These assessment forms will be provided to the awarded Bidder as feedback for their own information and records, if completed, and at the request of the awarded Bidder. The Department may request a meeting between the awarded Bidder and Department staff where the Department can discuss with the awarded Bidder their successes and/or shortcomings while providing feedback. A written assessment of the awarded Bidder’s performance may also be provided, at the Department’s discretion.

PART IV 	PROPOSAL SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

This section contains instructions for Bidders to use in preparing their proposals. The Department seeks detailed yet succinct responses that demonstrate the Bidder’s qualifications, experience, and ability to perform the requirements specified throughout the RFP.

Bidders’ proposals must follow the outline used below, including the numbering, section, and sub-section headings.  Failure to use the outline specified in PART IV, or failure to respond to all questions and instructions throughout the RFP, may result in the proposal being disqualified as non-responsive or receiving a reduced score.  The Department, and its evaluation team, has sole discretion to determine whether a variance from the RFP specifications will result either in disqualification or reduction in scoring of a proposal.  Rephrasing of the content provided in the RFP will, at best, be considered minimally responsive.

Bidders are not to provide additional attachments beyond those specified in the RFP for the purpose of extending their response.  Additional materials not requested will not be considered part of the proposal and will not be evaluated. Proposal Format and Contents 

Section I 	Preliminary Information (File #1)

1. Proposal Cover Page
Bidders must complete Appendix A (Proposal Cover Page).  It is critical that the cover page show the specific information requested, including Bidder address(es) and other details listed.  The Proposal Cover Page must be dated and signed by a person authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the Bidder.

2. Responsible Bidder Certification
Bidders must complete Appendix B (Responsible Bidder Certification). The Responsible Bidder Certification must be dated and signed by a person authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the Bidder.

3. Eligibility Requirements
Bidders must provide documentation to demonstrate meeting eligibility requirements stated in PART I, C. of the RFP. This documentation includes:

Section II	Organization Qualifications and Experience (File #2)

1. Overview of the Organization
Bidders must complete Appendix C (Qualifications and Experience Form) describing their qualifications and skills to provide the requested services in the RFP, including but not limited to the requirements in Part IIA. Bidders must include three (3) examples of projects which demonstrate their experience and expertise in performing these services, as well as highlighting the Bidder’s stated qualifications and skills.

2. Subcontractors 
If subcontractors are to be used, Bidders must provide a list that specifies the name, address, phone number, contact person, and a brief description of the subcontractors’ organizational capacity and qualifications.  

3. Organizational Chart 
Bidders must provide an organizational chart.  The organizational chart must include the project being proposed.  Each position must be identified by position title and corresponding to the personnel job descriptions.

4. Litigation 
Bidders must attach a list of all current litigation in which the Bidder is named and a list of all closed cases that have closed within the past five (5) years in which the Bidder paid the claimant either as part of a settlement or by decree.  For each, list the entity bringing suit, the complaint, the accusation, amount, and outcome.

5. Certificate of Insurance 
Bidders must provide a certificate of insurance on a standard ACORD form (or the equivalent) evidencing the Bidder’s general liability, professional liability and any other relevant liability insurance policies that might be associated with the proposed services.

1. Services to be Provided
Bidders must discuss the Scope of Services referenced above in Part II of the RFP and what the Bidder will offer, including a description of the methods and resources the Bidder will use and how each task involved will be accomplished.  Bidders must also describe how the expectations and/or desired outcomes as a result of these services will be achieved.  If subcontractors are involved, Bidders must clearly identify the work each will perform.

1. General Instructions
a. Bidders must submit a cost proposal that covers the period starting January 1, 2025 and ending on December 31, 2025. The Department strongly desires the required tasks in the RFP to be completed by May 30, 2025, and additional time remaining on the contract would be for additional work/change orders not anticipated at the time of this RFP.
b. The cost proposal must include the costs necessary for the Bidder to fully comply with the contract terms, conditions, and RFP requirements.
c. No costs related to the preparation of the proposal for the RFP, or to the negotiation of the contract with the Department, may be included in the proposal.  Only costs to be incurred after the contract effective date that are specifically related to the implementation or operation of contracted services may be included.

2. Cost Proposal Form Instructions
Bidders must fill out Appendix D (Cost Proposal Form), following the instructions detailed here and in the form. Failure to provide the requested information, and to follow the required cost proposal format provided, may result in disqualification or reduction in scoring of the cost proposal, at the discretion of the Department.

PART V	PROPOSAL EVALUATION AND SELECTION

Evaluation of the submitted proposals will be accomplished as follows:

A. [bookmark: _Toc367174743][bookmark: _Toc397069207]Evaluation Process – General Information

1. An evaluation team, composed of qualified reviewers, will judge the merits of the proposals received in accordance with the criteria defined in the RFP.
2. Officials responsible for making decisions on the award selection will ensure that the selection process accords equal opportunity and appropriate consideration to all who are capable of meeting the specifications.  The goals of the evaluation process are to ensure fairness and objectivity in review of the proposals and to ensure that the contract is awarded to the Bidder whose proposal provides the best value to the State of Maine.
3. The Department reserves the right to communicate and/or schedule interviews/presentations with Bidders, if needed, to obtain clarification of information contained in the proposals received. The Department may revise the scores assigned in the initial evaluation to reflect those communications and/or interviews/presentations.  
4. [bookmark: _Toc367174744][bookmark: _Toc397069208]Changes to proposals, including updating or adding information, will not be permitted during any portion of the evaluation process. Therefore, Bidders must submit proposals that present their rates and other requested information as clearly and completely as possible.

B. Scoring Weights and Process

1. Scoring Weights: Proposal scores will be based on a 100-point scale and will measure the degree to which each proposal meets the following criteria:

2. Scoring Process:  For proposals that demonstrate meeting the eligibility requirements in Section I, if applicable, the evaluation team will use a consensus approach to evaluate and score Sections II & III above.  Members of the evaluation team will not score those sections individually but, instead, will arrive at a consensus as to assignment of points for each of those sections.  Section IV, the Cost Proposal, will be scored as described below.

3. Scoring the Cost Proposal: The total cost proposed for conducting all the functions specified in the RFP will be assigned a score according to a mathematical formula. The lowest bid will be awarded 25 points. Proposals with higher bid values will be awarded proportionately fewer points calculated in comparison with the lowest bid.

The scoring formula is:

(Lowest submitted cost proposal / Cost of proposal being scored) x 25 = pro-rated score

No Best and Final Offers: The State of Maine will not seek or accept a best and final offer (BAFO) from any Bidder in this procurement process.  All Bidders are expected to provide their best value pricing with the submission of their proposal.

4. Negotiations:  The Department reserves the right to negotiate with the awarded Bidder to finalize a contract. Such negotiations may not significantly vary the content, nature or requirements of the proposal or the Department’s Request for Proposal to an extent that may affect the price of goods or services requested.  The Department reserves the right to terminate contract negotiations with an awarded Bidder who submits a proposed contract significantly different from the proposal they submitted in response to the advertised RFP.  In the event that an acceptable contract cannot be negotiated with the highest ranked Bidder, the Department may withdraw its award and negotiate with the next-highest ranked Bidder, and so on, until an acceptable contract has been finalized.  Alternatively, the Department may cancel the RFP, at its sole discretion.

1. The final decision regarding the award of the contract will be made by representatives of the Department subject to approval by the State Procurement Review Committee.
2. Notification of conditional award selection or non-selection will be made in writing by the Department.
3. Issuance of the RFP in no way constitutes a commitment by the State of Maine to award a contract, to pay costs incurred in the preparation of a response to the RFP, or to pay costs incurred in procuring or contracting for services, supplies, physical space, personnel or any other costs incurred by the Bidder.

D. Appeal of Contract Awards 

Any person aggrieved by the award decision that results from the RFP may appeal the decision to the Director of the Bureau of General Services in the manner prescribed in 5 M.R.S.A. § 1825-E and 18-554 Code of Maine Rules  Chapter 120.  The appeal must be in writing and filed with the Director of the Bureau of General Services, 9 State House Station, Augusta, Maine, 04333-0009 within 15 calendar days of receipt of notification of conditional contract award.

PART VI	CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION AND CONDITIONS

A. [bookmark: _Toc367174748][bookmark: _Toc397069212]Contract Document

1. The awarded Bidder will be required to execute a State of Maine Service Contract with appropriate riders as determined by the issuing department.  

The complete set of standard State of Maine Service Contract documents, along with other forms and contract documents commonly used by the State, may be found on the Office of State Procurement Services’ website at the following link: Office of State Procurement Services Forms Page

2. Allocation of funds is final upon successful negotiation and execution of the contract, subject to the review and approval of the State Procurement Review Committee.  Contracts are not considered fully executed and valid until approved by the State Procurement Review Committee and funds are encumbered.  No contract will be approved based on an RFP which has an effective date less than fourteen (14) calendar days after award notification to Bidders.  (Referenced in the regulations of the Department of Administrative and Financial Services, Chapter 110, § 3(B)(i).)

This provision means that a contract cannot be effective until at least 14 calendar days after award notification.

3. The State recognizes that the actual contract effective date depends upon completion of the RFP process, date of formal award notification, length of contract negotiation, and preparation and approval by the State Procurement Review Committee.  Any appeals to the Department’s award decision(s) may further postpone the actual contract effective date, depending upon the outcome. The contract effective date listed in the RFP may need to be adjusted, if necessary, to comply with mandated requirements.

4. In providing services and performing under the contract, the awarded Bidder must act as an independent contractor and not as an agent of the State of Maine.

1. Contract Administration
Following the award, a Contract Administrator from the Department will be appointed to assist with the development and administration of the contract and to act as administrator during the entire contract period.
