USDA MEMO

TODAY, USDA’S FOOD AND NUTRITION SERVICE (FNS) PUBLISHED A
FINAL RULE, CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAMS: COMMUNITY ELIGIBILITY

PROVISION – INCREASING OPTIONS FOR SCHOOLS. 

THIS FINAL RULE AMENDS THE COMMUNITY ELIGIBILITY PROVISION
(CEP) REGULATIONS BY LOWERING THE MINIMUM IDENTIFIED

STUDENT PERCENTAGE (ISP) FROM 40 PERCENT TO 25 PERCENT.
LOWERING THE MINIMUM ISP WILL GIVE STATES AND SCHOOLS

GREATER FLEXIBILITY TO OFFER MEALS TO ALL ENROLLED STUDENTS
AT NO COST WHEN FINANCIALLY VIABLE. 

THE FINAL RULE IS AVAILABLE TO VIEW ON THE FEDERAL REGISTER.
