Dear Parent/Guardian:

While being held at Long Creek Youth Development Center, your son/daughter will be expected to participate in daily educational activities unless they have already earned a high school diploma or GED certificate. School is held year-round at Long Creek.
State statute requires that a “Schoolwork Recognition Plan” be in place for any student who experiences school disruption for more than 10 consecutive school days.  The purpose of the plan is to insure a youth’s opportunity to continue working toward an approved high school diploma while in an interim placement.  Two educational options are available for detained students: working independently on school assignments provided by their own school, or participating in our Detained School program. Students attending our program receive instruction from certified teachers for 5.5 hours each day with instruction provided in five subject areas: English/Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies and Health. Attached please find a copy of the form indicating the option that was selected by your child’s school. Please contact them if you would prefer a different option for your son/daughter.

If your child is identified as a Special Education student, we will be requesting a copy of the written Individualized Education Program (IEP) from the school he/she attended prior to being detained. Our certified special education staff will do their best to implement the IEP and will work with your child’s school to ensure that any related services that are identified in the IEP are addressed during this period of detention.
