Under Public Law Chapter 451, An Act to Implement the Recommendations of the Task Force to Engage Maine’s Youth Regarding Successful School Completion, a Schoolwork Recognition Plan must be in place for any elementary or secondary student who experiences an interruption in their current educational program for 10 or more consecutive school days resulting from, among other reasons, placement at a youth development center.  The purpose of this plan is to ensure that students experiencing educational disruption will continue to have the opportunity to work toward an approved high school diploma while in an interim placement.

Educational materials from the school administrative unit must be made available to the interim placement as soon as possible but no later than five (5) school days after the placement.  In lieu of the sending school transmitting work for the student, an Academic Program Waiver may be agreed upon under which the school administrative unit agrees that the student will participate in the interim educational placement’s academic program and will receive full credit from the school administrative unit for successfully completed work.
