Fox Pond, which is surrounded by a wide area of heath bog, is
shallow with a soft mud bottom. Rocky Mountain is visible to the
norlh of Ihe ponel. Water quality is marginal for brook trout during
hot weather, and brook trout must seek out springy areas to survive.

Fox Pond has no permanent t ribularies, though seasonal runoff
docs enler the pond via several intermittant brooklets. Since neither
the pond boll om nor the triblltaries are suitable as spawning and
nursery area, brook Irollt recruitment is limited to the outlet, which is
ilsdr m~rginal habila!.

Access to Fox Pond is presently by fool through nearly a mile of
woods, though cutting operations in the area may resllit in closer ac­
cess tot he ponel.

Present general law regulations are adequate to protect the brook
trout fishery.
