3. Other Business and Discussion Iltems

A. General Manager’s Report Second Quarter 2021
Dan Andrews provided an overview of the second quarter General Manager’s

report including visitor metrics, top search terms, mobile traffic, and top viewed
content on the site. He noted that visitors are starting to slowly trend down within
the second quarter of 2021. He spoke about a continuing gradual increase in the
uptake of services by Maine municipalities. He also provided an overview of
services including municipal services usage and participation, campground
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reservations opening days, moose lottery, and IFW enhancements and licenses.
Dan provided details of the various incentive programs and initiatives related to the
state’s COVID response including the “Don’t Miss Your Shot Sweepstakes.”
